The Joint Bachelor's Degree Program in Law and
International Law is a unique, cross-border, and
interdisciplinary program co-delivered by the Faculty of
Law of Comenius University in Bratislava (PraF UK)
and the Faculty of Law of Uzhhorod National
University (UzhNU).

The program focuses on training experts who can
effortlessly navigate national legal systems, EU law,
and international law, understanding how they
interconnect and compare.

Graduates earn a first-cycle university degree
(Bachelor - Bc.) in both 30. Law (under Slovak
regulations) & D9 International Law (under Ukrainian
regulations).

The program is rooted in the values of democracy,
the rule of law, the protection of fundamental rights and
freedoms, and professional legal ethics. It offers a
comparative perspective on the legal frameworks of
Slovakia, Ukraine, and other systems, with a strong
emphasis on EU law, public and private international
law, European integration, and cross-border legal
relations.

We bridge the gap between traditional legal
education and global trends. Students build a rock-solid
theoretical foundation—from Roman law to EU
regulations—while developing practical skills to
interpret and apply legal norms in an increasingly
globalized, digital, and interconnected world.

Evaluation & Admission Criteria

Applicants must have completed secondary education
with a school-leaving exam (Maturita / High School
Diploma), possess a basic background in social
sciences, and have English language skills sufficient to
attend lectures and earn credits in English.

1. Academic Component (minimum 150 out of 200
points):

* For Ukrainian Citizens: The results of the National
Multi-Subject Test (NMT).

* For EU & Third-Country Citizens:

The English test is administered online via the Moodle
platform (consisting of 25 grammar-focused multiple-
choice questions).

Tuition Fees & Application Charges
. Tuition Fee: 2,000 EUR per academic year
during the standard length of study.

Crucial Limitations & Rules

1. Special Sanctions & Restrictions: Citizens of the
Russian Federation, the Republic of Belarus, and the
Democratic People's Republic of Korea may only be
admitted in accordance with Ukrainian regulations upon
receiving special approval from the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine.

2. Incomplete or unpaid applications will not be
processed, and application fees are non-refundable
under any circumstances.
