ALGORITHM OF WORK WHEN PERFORMING A CLINICAL SCENARIO
"Multiple carious cavities 53, 52, 51, 61, 62, 63  teeth of class V according to Black in  a 6-year-old child: the choice of filling material"


In the course of working on clinical scenarios, you will be assigned tasks that require clinical argumentation and/or practical solution (diagnosis, determination of management and treatment tactics, implementation of practical skills).
The content of the clinical scenario related to the implementation of the practical skill "Multiple carious cavities 53, 52, 51, 61, 62, 63  teeth of class V according to Black in  a 6-year-old child: the choice of filling material", involves solving a clinical task with the implementation of practical skills, the algorithm of which is presented below.

	Say hello, 	name 
(identify) yourself 
	The student 	greeted 	and 
identified himself 

	2.
	Get 	the task, 	carefully 
read it 
	The student chose an assignment and read it carefully 

	3.
	Wash and dry your hands 
	Hands washed and dried 

	4.
	Put on a medical mask 
	A medical mask is worn 

	5.
	Wear medical gloves 
	Medical gloves are worn 

	6.
	Treat hands with an antiseptic 
	Hands are coated with antiseptic 

	7.
	Start communication with the patient 
	The student initiated the communication process, adhering to the correct form of dialogue 

	8.
	Collect the patient's existing complaints and anamnesis, clarify them in accordance with the data given in the description of the clinical scenario 
	The student collected all the necessary anamnesis and clarified the complaints, asked all additional questions provided for by the conditions of the clinical scenario 

	9.
	Conduct a clinical examination, determine the need for additional examinations 
	The student correctly uses the examination tools for the examination, adheres to the proper positioning of the patient, informs the patient about the peculiarities of the examination, properly conducts the clinical examination 

	10.
	Determine the tactics of management and treatment 
	The student correctly formulated a preliminary diagnosis and determined the necessary set of therapeutic and preventive measures 

	11.
	Conduct technical skills in accordance with the task given in the clinical scenario 
	The student correctly conducts technical skills in accordance with the target practical task 

	11.1.
	The right choice of materials and tools
	The student is selected from the available set of logistics and prepared for further work of the patient model.

	11.2.
	Assessment of the clinical situation:
	- Familiarize yourself with the child's age and dentition model.

	11.3.
	Preparation of the carious cavity
	- Creation of anatomically correct access to the carious cavity;
- Complete removal of softened and infected dentin;
- Preservation of protective zones of enamel and dentin;   
- Avoiding excessive expansion of the cavity, leaving rounded edges without creating a fold.

	11.4
	Rinse all surfaces of the tooth with water. Dry
	All tooth surfaces are clean and dry

	11.5
	Isolate the tooth from saliva with cotton or cotton rollers, a saliva pump, a cofferdam
	The tooth does not come into contact with saliva


	11.6
	Dry all surfaces of the tooth, but do not overdry the dentin
	All surfaces of the tooth are dry, dentin is slightly moist

	11.7
	Adhesive preparation

	Depending on the instructions - etch the enamel (10-15 seconds), wash off the etching gel, dry the surfaces
- Apply adhesive, distribute
with air, polymerize (10-20 seconds).

	11.8
	Applying filling material
	- We apply the material in portions (2 mm maximum)
- Each layer is polymerized separately
- - We restore the anatomical shape of the chewing surface

	11.9
	Finishing
	- We polymerize completely from all sides.
- We carry out finishing and polishing.
- Check the occlusion (if necessary, correct).

	11.10
	Provide recommendations to the patient

	Recommendations to the patient:
- do not consume food and drinks for 30 minutes.
- daily thorough individual oral hygiene using fluoride-containing pastes depending on age.

	12.
	Familiarize the patient with the main measures for the prevention of the development of dental diseases, taking into account the peculiarities of the clinical situation
	The patient is informed by the student about the main measures to prevent the development of dental diseases

	13.
	Disposal of personal protective equipment (PPE)
	Remove mask and gloves

Competencies that are evaluated according to the CAP(C)I matrix. 
1. COMMUNICATION SKILLS.  
2. COLLECTION OF COMPLAINTS AND ANAMNESIS: 
1. collect information about the general condition of the patient, assess the psychomotor and physical development of the patient, the condition of the organs of the maxillofacial area, on the basis of the results of laboratory and instrumental studies, evaluate information on the diagnosis; 
3. OBJECTIVE EXAMINATION: 
1. identify and identify leading clinical symptoms and syndromes; according to standard methods, using preliminary data of the patient's anamnesis, data of the patient's examination, knowledge about the person, his organs and systems, establish a probable nosological or syndromic preliminary clinical diagnosis of dental disease. 
4. TECHNICAL SKILLS (MANIPULATIONS): 
1. perform medical dental manipulations based on a preliminary and/or final clinical diagnosis for different segments of the population and in different conditions. 
5. DIAGNOSTICS:  
1. prescribe and analyze additional (mandatory and optional) methods of examination (laboratory, radiological, functional and/or instrumental) of patients with diseases of the organs and tissues of the oral cavity and maxillofacial region for differential diagnosis of diseases; 
2. identify and identify leading clinical symptoms and syndromes; according to standard methods, using preliminary data of the patient's anamnesis, data of the patient's examination, knowledge about the person, his organs and systems, to establish a probable nosological or syndromic preliminary clinical diagnosis of a dental disease; 
3. determine the final clinical diagnosis, observing the relevant ethical and legal norms, by making an informed decision and logical analysis of the obtained subjective and objective data of clinical, additional examination, differential diagnosis under the supervision of a doctor-head in a medical institution. 
6. DETERMINATION OF MANAGEMENT AND TREATMENT TACTICS: 
1. determine the approach, plan, type and principle of treatment of dental disease by making an informed decision according to existing algorithms and standard schemes. 
7. PREVENTION AND PROMOTION OF A HEALTHY LIFESTYLE: 
1. plan and implement measures for the prevention of dental diseases among the population to prevent the spread of dental diseases. 
8. OTHER: 
comply with the requirements of ethics, bioethics and deontology in their professional activities.
