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Although it lost its splendor acquired during the Renaissance, during
the 16" century, Oradea was still a large and prosperous settlement,
developed around the fortified fortress, built between the arms of Crisul and
Peta rivers, but political and religious events would bring great changes in
the destiny of the city. From an important Bishop's See, it became a border
point, so the fortress had to fulfill new functions, which is why, from the
middle of the 16™ century, a series of works aimed at strengthening the
fortification were undertaken. Bihor County, in the conditions of hostilities
between the territories controlled by the Austrians and the Hungarians,
became a strategic place.

Its importance, but especially the danger represented by the Ottomans,
determined the rethinking of the defensive system of the fortress in Oradea,
resorting to a series of measures aimed at the most effective defense against
a siege.

For the efficient remodeling of the defense structures, Italian specialists
were brought in, who designed a pentagonal citadel with 5 bastions.
In 1569-1570, during the reign of John Sigismund, the Craigorul bastion
was built and work began on the Ciunt bastion, which was continued during
the reign of Stephen, Christopher and Sigismund Bathory. Even now,
in 1572, the Golden bastion was erected, and in 1584 the Red bastion, as
well as two bastions, the Earth and the Gate. In the year 1581, Stephen
Bathory ordered the Italian architect Dominico Ridolfini to rethink the
purpose of the church in the fortress that used to serve for services, so that
the lower part of the church will serve as an ammunition depot, and the
upper part as a firing point for artillery [2, p. 21-22]. At the time of the
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Ottoman siege in 1598, the fortress had 5 bastions, one of which was
unfinished, built in a palanquin system. Marco lIsolano, another Italian
architect who stayed in the fortress during the siege of 1598 notes that even
in then the bastions were empty, i.e. not filled with earth meant to increase
its resistance. He also mentioned other architectural elements, namely a
ditch with water, a cathedral, the palace with a courtyard [11, p. 53]. Gabriel
Bethlen later ordered the reconstruction of one of these brick bastions, thus
resulting in the fifth bastion, called Bethlen [8, p. 126]. Among the Italian
architects who thought the defensive system able to cope with the new
strategies and military armament were Pietro Ferrabosco, Ottavio Baldigara,
Simoné della Genga [9, p. 108], Dominico Ridolfini.

Although the fortress was designed to have a capacity for 1000 soldiers
in terms of defense, these troops were rarely on the premises [13, p. 18]. In
the middle of the 16" century, the Roman Catholic bishop Zabardy Matyas
was concerned to have an army of 850 soldiers, 350 horsemen
and 400 footmen. Of these, 200 horsemen and 300 footmen were
maintained by the chapter and bishopric, and for the rest an annual sum was
received from the king. Exclusively for guarding the fortress, he kept
25 guards, which cost 1300 forints per month. Defense equipment consisted
of cannons, guns and gunpowder. We know for sure that the Golden and
Red bastions were equipped with one cannon each [13, p. 19]. The papal
diplomat Antonio Possevino provides us with important information related
to some military aspects, from which we find out the usual number
of defenders in the fortress, at the time when Géczy Janos (1576-1585) was
the captain: “This captain (of Oradea) has usually about 800 men on
horseback and as many on foot; all who are in that land and who have goods
obey him, whether they are nobles, or lords (of the land), or commoners.
He fights sometimes with the Turks, sometimes with the imperials, if they
cross the borders, making plundering expeditions with their armies,
and therefore always sends in one direction and another a company
of horsemen to defend the country and stand guard...”

At the time of the establishment of the Christian League in 1593,
the nobility of the Principality of Transylvania was divided into two groups,
one anti-Ottoman, headed by Sigismund Béthory, and the second, of course
pro-Ottoman, supported by Balthazar Bathory. The fact that a large part
of the nobility was on Sigismund’s side caused discontent in Istanbul. When
he tried to recapture Timisoara from the Ottomans in 1596, helped by
Michael the Brave, who had sent him 4000 soldiers, an otherwise
unsuccessful action, lead the sultan to take measures against him. This and
in the conditions in which the Ottoman dominance in the area was visibly
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beginning to falter due to the occupation of Budin’s defense lines by the
Habsburgs. The Ottoman response came in 1598 when, under the leadership
of Satirci Mehmed Pasha, an expedition was organized in Transylvania.
At the end of the 16" century, the fortress of Oradea was therefore directly
threatened by a fearsome enemy, who had occupied Arad and Cenad in the
summer of 1598, directing his attention towards Oradea, which of course
due to its strategic positioning was inevitable not to enter the visor
of the Ottoman rulers. The 1598 expedition was as much one of conquest
as of plunder.

The inhabitants of the city, who had embraced the reform in their great
majority, were dissatisfied with the Transylvanian prince Sigismund
Bathory, who did not respond positively to their request to remove the
Jesuits from Oradea. However, after his abdication in favor of his wife,
the problem was resolved in May 1598, the Jesuits being forced to settle
in Seleus. This episode, although it seems a minor one, will not be forgotten
by the locals, who will consider Sigismund Bathory a Catholicist, so that
when only a few months later he is proclaimed prince again by the Diet
of Turda in August 20, 1598, they refuse to take the oath to him, no longer
trusting his intentions and capabilities to defend the fortress in the event
of an Ottoman attack. Moreover, Sigismund also owed the garrison’s pay
for 1595-1597, an amount of 25,000 florins, which created a delicate
situation, as the soldiers threatened to leave the fortress. Under these
conditions, the inhabitants, faced with the imminent danger, will send
a message on September the 1% to the Archduke of Austria asking for his
protection. The support that Maximilian 111 gives is materialized by sending
Nyari Pal, former captain of the fortress of Eger, who will arrive later,
in 1599, and captain of the fortress of Oradea, following Kirdly Gyorgy
[3, p. 104]. Also, the Viennese court commissions Toldi Istvan to solve the
garrison problem. Shortly after, a garrison commanded by general Melchior
von Rddern was installed in the fortress consisting of 500 horsemen and
2000 pedestrians [3, p. 104-106].

Despite all the efforts made to strengthen and modernize the
fortification, it still had vulnerable points, and the city of Oradea was
necessarily walled, thus being directly exposed, the attackers having no
serious obstacle to its conquest. The Jesuit Antonio Possevino stated about
Oradea that it is a “proud city, although without walls, with a famous and
large citadel surrounded by walls”.

We cannot say that the Ottoman and Tatar armies took the defenders of
the Oradea fortress by surprise. It seems that the Ottoman camp was being
monitored, with the aim of finding out the chieftain’s intentions and
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anticipating military action. On August 10, 1598, the captain of the fortress
Kiraly Gyorgy sent a letter to the chamber councilors of Szepes County
informing about some maneuvers by the Ottomans in the area of Pancevo
(Serbia). The news had been brought to them by his man, who had just
returned from the bloody Becskerek. According to the letter, it appears that
the pasha assigned 2 begs to Becskerek, who were in the territory for about
3-4 weeks. The man was an eyewitness when the pasha sent a caesque and
immediately after its arrival the two beys, together with their detachments
set out for the pasha. It was believed that the pasha, together with the whole
army, wanted to move from Pancevo to Belgrade. Kiraly Gyorgy considers
it necessary to prevent the one who led the Christian army, Archduke
Maximilian, through Greorgio Hoffman and Nicolao Orlay (Orlé Miklds)
[7, p. 284-285]. The letter arrived on August 23 and the two advisers
considered that the situation was serious and sent the message as quickly as
possible to the archduke, at the same time asking him to ask the captain of
the Oradea fortress to send more spies to the Ottoman camp to find out
about their intentions. They also wanted to confirm the rumor if the
Ottomans had started to build a bridge over the Danube [7, p. 286].

At the news that the Ottomans had started the expedition, two battalions
of Silesian infantry and a company of 100 horsemen under Gottfried
Riibisch were sent to the fortress of Oradea. Another 1500 pedestrians under
the leadership of Melchior Rottwig were stationed near Oradea, at
Episcopia.

On September 26, the Ottoman-Tatar armies arrive near Oradea.
It is estimated that the forces of the besieging army amounted to about
50,000 soldiers.

Meanwhile, Rédern faces a rebellion of his own soldiers who demand a
raise and even threaten him with death. From the report he sends
to Maximilian, it follows that, seeing himself outnumbered and thus unable
to defend the city, he resorted to an extreme solution, setting it on fire.
Of course, after he calls Kirdly Gyorgy to the fortress with his
500 horsemen. The inhabitants flee, only 100 manage to take refuge in the
fortress [3, p. 106]. Thus, the number of defenders rose to approximately
2000 [12, p. 45].

Saturgi Mehmed Pasha begins the attack. In five days, the city was
conquered, after which the enemies moved on to the siege of the fortress
which lasted between October 1 and November 5, 1598. The means of
communication of those in the fortress with the outside were cut off. The
Ottoman camp prepares for the siege starting on October, the 1%. They
switch to digging tunnels under the fortress towers so they can be mined.
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Two of the towers of the former episcopal cathedral inside the fortress are
seriously damaged. Although from a letter addressed to Ieremia Movild on
October, the 4™, 1598 by Pancratiu Sennyei, we deduce that the artillery of
the besiegers is quite poorly equipped and they only had two cannons, they
managed to cause great damage to the church towers in the fortress, but also
to the walls of the enclosure and the other bastions.

Fortunately for the besieged, on October 24 it started to rain incessantly,
Crisul and Peta came out of the womb causing floods, and the trenches
dug by the Ottomans filled with water, thwarting their plans. The Ottomans
were forced to give up, especially since disease had begun to haunt
their camp. As a result of the news that Michael’s army, consisting
of 1500 Romanians, Serbs and others led by the Lecca aga is approaching,
the siege is abandoned on November, the 3" [3, p. 107, 11, p. 49].

About the events during the siege, the chronicler from Targu Mures,
Francisc Nagy Szabd reveals to us: “In 1598 we suddenly heard that
the emperor wanted to occupy Oradea through a move of his own, and that
he did. After the harvest, large German and Hungarian forces came
to Oradea, captained by loan Szelestei and Albert Kiraly. King Mattia
besieges (the fortress) Buda, so that the Turks leave Oradea; but he did not
leave Oradea, but destroyed it and stormed it several times; but those inside
behaved bravely. At last, it began to rain so much that it rained for 40 days
in one; the mountains in this country, as elsewhere, kept collapsing, which
is still visible today, and the Turks did not resist the heavy rains, but left
the siege of the fortress. But duke Mattia also left [the city of] Buda ...”
[1, p. 51].

Thus, with all the preparations to face a fearsome enemy, providence
and luck led the besiegers to give up the attempt to conquer the fortress
of Oradea. But the Ottomans did not forget and returned better prepared
in 1660, when they conquered the fortress and established the eyalet
of Oradea until 1692.

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Institutiile de apdrare a ordinii publice, precum militia, au jucat
intotdeauna un rol crucial in evolutia societatii, avand responsabilitatea
aplicarii legii si protejarii drepturilor si libertatilor cetétenilor. Prin analiza
acestor institutii, putem obtine o intelegere mai profunda a modului in care
acestea 1si Indeplinesc functiile si responsabilititile In cadrul societatii si
pentru identificarea modurilor in care acestea pot fi Tmbunatatite pentru
a asigura o securitate mai bund si un respect mai mare pentru drepturile si
libertatile cetatenilor. De asemenea, acest studiu ne poate oferi o perspectiva
semnificativd asupra contextului istoric si cultural, permitdndu-ne sa
evaluam valorile si normele societitii In vederea unei intelegeri mai
aprofundate a realitatii istorice din perioada 1917-1918 in Basarabia.

Instituirea noilor autoritati la Petrograd, in urma revolutiei burghezo-
democratice din februarie a marcat profund situatia teritoriilor aflate sub
administratia Rusiei, atit sub aspect administrativ, politic, social, economic
cat si exclusiv sub cel reformator.

In urma Revolutiei din Februarie 1917, actiunea de reformare a organe-
lor interne intreprinsd de noul guvern provizoriu a avut fara indoiala impact
si in regiunea Basarabiei, unde, incepand cu 17 aprilie 1917, s-au aplicat in
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practica legile referitoare la infiintarea structurilor de militie si regulamentul
provizoriu privind militia. Instituirea militiei si implementarea regula-
mentului provizoriu privind militia in Basarabia, in opinia noastra, s-au
realizat conform literii legii, un fapt confirmat de argumentele prezentate in
seria de cercetari dedicate subiectului. Astfel, in intreaga regiune, incepand
cu 17 aprilie 1917, au fost instituite noile structuri de mentinere a ordinii
publice ,,militia” in locul fostei institutii ,,politia”, inclusiv in Akerman si
Balti, regiuni asupra caror ne vom concentra in cercetarea de fata.

Informatii despre structura si organizarea militiei In primele luni ale
reformei sunt practic absente, ceea ce ne conduce la concluzia ca implemen-
tarea in practica a legilor s-a desfasurat treptat.

Organizarea militiei in Orasul Akerman

Prima mentiune despre situatia militiei din orasul Akerman pe care
o depistam in baza izvoarelor documentare este un raport al sefului militiei
orasenesti. In baza Ordinului Directorului Afacerilor Interne nr. 888 din
1 septembrie 1917 catre Sefii Militiei Orasenesti si Judetene din Basarabia,
depistam Raportul sub nr. 8078 [1] a Comisarului Judetean si Seful
Cancelariei militiei din Akerman drept raspuns la Solicitarea Directorului.

Sef al militiei orasenesti Akerman (la 1 septembrie 1917 — functie
vacantd). Adjuncti ai sefului militiei orasenesti Akerman (1 un. functie
vancantd, 1 ut. functie ocupatd). Primul Adjunct: Nikolai Gulidov
Terentevici. Studii inferioare ("nizkie"). Remuneratie anuald: 3000 ruble.
Anchetatorul militiei orasenesti: Vsevrlod Iakovlev Grigorievici. Studii 3
clase in Scoala Judeteand. Remuneratie anuala: 2400 ruble. Depistim
conform Raportului cd va fi transferat ca sef / comisar al sectorului I al
militiei judetene din 15 octombrie. 1 Functie de anchetator — vacanta.
1 Functie de secretar — vacanta.

O informatie ineditd depistatd in Raportul Militiei din Akerman, este
numarul de locuitori co-raportat la numarul de sectoare militienesti [2].
In orasul Akerman depistam 2 sectoare de militiei, 1 sector la jumitate de
oras, populatia orasului in numér de 30 000 oameni. Suprafata teritoriala
a orasului 10904 desetine.

Sefi de sector: Sectorul I: Nikolai Griforievici Malisevski. Fara studii.
Remuneratie anuala: 3000 ruble. Sectorul II: Nikolai Nichitici Liskin. Studii
5 clase de gimnaziu. Remuneratie anuala: 3000 ruble. Militieni superiori 2
calificativul descris la studii ,,alfabetizati”: Primul militian superior: in su-
bordine 43 de militieni inferiori, remuneratie lunard 100 ruble. Al doilea
militian superior: in subordine 12 militieni inferiori, remuneratie lunard
75 ruble. In opinia noastrd remunerarea se leaga de responsabilititile fieca-
ruia si volumul din subordine la fiecare. Militieni inferiori: Total 59 militieni,
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fara studii, remuneratie lunard intre 60 si 100 ruble. Militieni calareti:
2 militieni si 2 cai, cite unul pentru fiecare sector din oras. Dotare:
Militienii erau dotati cu grenade si arme de tip revolver. Intretinerea militiei
orasenesti se face conform Reglementarilor din Regulamentul provizoriu cu
privire la militiei. Din Raportul analizat, observam cd la 1 Octombrie
1917 in bugetul orasenesc au Intrat 17 680 ruble destinate pentru
intretinerea militiei.

De la instituirea Militiei in Basarabia din 17 Aprilie 1917 pentru
remunerari s-au cheltuit 31 886 ruble din Bugetul Orasului, pentru
intretinerea Cancelariei militiei 363 ruble, pentru deplasari 125 ruble, pentru
intretinerea sediului 3678 ruble, pentru intretinerea cailor din directia
militienilor calareti 450 ruble, alte cheltuieli 70 ruble.

Aceastad analizd oferd o imagine detaliatd a structurii si cheltuielilor
pentru militia din orasul Akerman in septembrie 1917.

Organizarea militiei in Orasul Balti

Primele informatii depistate din sursele documentare de arhiva despre
organizarea militiei din orasul Balti le depistdim in Raportul din 11
octombrie 1917 sub Numarul 6838 [3].

Seful militiei — Gavril Vasilkovschi Mihailovici. Studii juridice la
Universitatea Taristd din Harcov. Functia anterioara: Jurat in instanta
Judetului (okrug) Odessa. Remuneratie anuala: 5000 ruble. Adjunctii sefului
militiei: 2 ut. functie vacante. Anchetator — Alexandr Vladimirovici
Baranetkii: Nu are studii specifice mentionate. Remuneratie anuala:
2400 ruble. Sectoarele militienesti: In orasul Balti depistim 2 sectoare
militienesti. Sectorul I: Makar Grigorievici Ravin. Studii: Scoala judeteana.
Remuneratie anuald: 2400 ruble. Sectorul II: Peotr Grigorievici Sniter
Studii: Scoala orageneasca. Remuneratic anuald: 2400 ruble. Secretarii
sectoarelor militiei orasenesti: Sectorul I: Anton Ivanovici Bilskii. Studii:
2 clase. Remuneratie anuala: 1800 ruble. Sectorul II: Constantin Dmitrevici
Cincanci. Studii: Profesionale. Remuneratie anuala: 1800 ruble.

lerarhic identificam 15 militieni superiori si 60 militieni inferiori
in militia ordseneasca. Dotarea militiei era efectuata din echipamentul fostei
institutii Politia, astfel depistim in dotare Revolvere de tip Smit, Visona,
Revolver Naganna in numdr de 32, grenade 39. Un aspect pe care il
observim este cd deficienta armelor este solicitati de la Comisarul
Gubernial si urmeaza a fi primita.

Cheltuielile lunare pentru intretinerea militiei ordsenesti si judetene este
de 18 536 ruble, 65 banuti, dintre acestia 14 583 ruble sunt pentru
remunerari [4].
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Concluzii

Din analiza detaliatd a organizarii militiei In orasele Akerman si Balti in
perioada anului 1917, putem trage urmatoarele concluzii: Orasul Akerman
avea doud sectoare militienesti pentru populatia de aproximativ 30.000 de
oameni, cu un total de 10904 desetine de teren. Orasul Balti avea doua
sectoare militienesti, iar structura sa nu este specificata in detaliu. Ce pri-
veste aspectul de personalul si calificari putem afirma ca in Akerman, unele
functii erau vacante, iar altele erau ocupate de persoane cu niveluri variate
de educatie si experientd. in Balti, seful militiei avea studii juridice, iar
secretarii si sefii de sector aveau niveluri de educatie variate, de la 2 clase la
scoald oraseneasca. Remuneratia acestora la fel difera in functie de nivelul
pozitiei si experienta anterioard. De exemplu, in Akerman, remuneratiile la
adjunctii 3000 ruble anual, in Balti remuneratiile la adjunctii cu 3000 ruble
anual. La general si la alte functii observam diferenta In remunerare un
exemplu este functia de sef de sector, care in in Akerman era cu 3000 ruble
anual iar 1n Balti 2400 ruble anual. Un alt argument il reflectd alocatia de la
1 Octombrie 1917 prin care in bugetul orasenesc din Akerman au intrat
17 680 ruble destinate pentru Intretinerea militiei ordsenesti iar In Balti
pentru intretinerea militiei ordsenesti si judetene este de 18 536 ruble,
mentiondm cad suma alocatd acoperea orasul si judetul Balti pe cand in
Akerman acoperea doar cheltuieli pentru militia ordseneasca cea judeteana
avand buget separat. Ce priveste Dotarea si intretinerea: Militienii erau
echipati cu arme de tip revolver si grenade, iar intretinerea si cheltuielile
erau suportate din bugetele locale si guberniale. In concluzie, organizarea si
functionarea militiei In aceastd perioada reflecta eforturile autoritatilor de a
mentine ordinea s§i securitatea In comunitdti, cu resurse si personal
disponibil in functie de capacititile si nevoile locale intrucat reformarea
organelor de interne a impus noi reglementari si resurse de cadre noi, care
conform Regulamentului provizoriu cu privire la militie din 1917 nu au fost
angajati in fosta structurd de mentinere a ordinii publice ,,politia”.
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Czechs and Slovaks are among the closest nations of Europe. Their
relations fully developed in the 20th century, when they went through
a process of double integration and disintegration. In 1918, they created
a common state — the Czechoslovak Republic (CR). In 1939, mainly under
the influence of the policy of Nazi Germany, they broke up and existed
independently until 1945. After the end of the Second World War, they
restored the Czechoslovak Republic again. After the fall of the communist
regimes in Central and Eastern Europe, they separated again and on
January 1, 1993, they created separate states — the Slovak Republic (SR)
and the Czech Republic (CR). Since May 1, 2004, they have been integrated
into the multinational entity of the European Union (EU). The cultural-
historical proximity of Czechs and Slovaks is due to the fact that both
nations belong to the Slavic ethnicity. Already in the 9th century,
they existed together in a state unit called Great Morava. Their linguistic
and geographical proximity directly determined the positive development
of their relations throughout the entire historical period. Cooperation
between them developed significantly within the Austro-Hungarian state,
especially in the second half of the 19th century. It was a process of national
emancipation, the search for one's own national identity and statehood.
There were also significant differences between the two nations. They were
the result of specific development tendencies. The Habsburg Monarchy
was, from a formal point of view, a unified state entity. However, it was
actually two state entities. One was Austria, which also included the Czech
nation, and the other was Hungary, which included Slovakia.
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Administrative, linguistic, cultural and economic specificities and
differences of Czechs and Slovaks flowed from this fact. Among the
fundamental differences was the different degree of national awareness and
cultural maturity of the two nations. After the Austro-Hungarian settlement
(1867), the Czech nation faced Germanization pressures. Despite this, many
Czech cultural organizations developed. There were primary, secondary and
higher schools with the Czech language of instruction. The Czech political
representation also participated in the political life of the Austrian part
of the monarchy. The Slovak nation faced Magyarization attacks, which
were very strong and followed the Magyarization of the Slovak nation.
It manifested itself in attacks on the Slovak language and culture with the
aim of totally assimilating the Slovak nation. In the conditions of Slovakia,
national organizations and the Slovak press were banned. There was no
higher or secondary education with the Slovak language. These facts were
the historical heritage with which Czechs and Slovaks entered the common
Czechoslovak state in 1918. The differences between the two nations
formed the basis of future conflicts between them. In the process of estab-
lishing the Czechoslovak Republic, the relations of the two nations in the
common state were defined. This is documented, for example, in the
agreement between the Slovak and Czech representatives from October 22,
1915: ... The union of the Czech and Slovak nations in a federal union with
complete national autonomy of Slovakia, with its own parliament, with its
own state administration, complete cultural freedom, i.e. with full use of the
Slovak language, own financial and political administration, with the
Slovak state language". [1, p. 445] The same was confirmed by a joint
agreement from Pittsburgh just before the creation of Czechoslovakia. After
the declaration of CSR (October 28, 1918), the Slovak political
representation joined it two days later in the form of a declaration. The
drafting of this declaration was influenced by the persistent Hungarian
persecution in Slovakia, and therefore the wording about the Czechoslovak
nation was used in it: "The National Council declares that only it is
authorized to speak and act on behalf of the Czechoslovak nation living
within the borders of Hungary ..The National Council... certifies:
1. The Slovak nation is part of the linguistically and culturally historically
united Czecho-Slovak nation... 2. For this Czecho-Slovak nation, we also
demand unlimited self-determination on the basis of complete indepen-
dence...” [1, p. 513] After the creation of Czechoslovakia, the concept of the
Czechoslovak nation became part of the state ideology. This conception did
not recognize the Slovaks as a separate nation but as part of the
Czechoslovak nation. Czechoslovakia was also built on the principles of
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centralism. It meant that the competences of Slovak authorities were
suppressed and power was centralized by the Czechoslovak government.
The demands of Slovaks for the recognition of autonomy were not accepted
by Czech politics. It led to the strengthening of Slovak nationalism.
Gradually, its radical wing, which openly sympathized with fascist and Nazi
ideology, gained ground in the autonomist stream. The further development
of Czechoslovakia was fundamentally influenced by the fascism of Europe.
The Slovak autonomists finally asserted their autonomy against the
Czechoslovak government under international pressure (October 6, 1938).
The Slovak political representation was subsequently confronted in Berlin
with two alternatives for the further fate of Slovakia. One was the
declaration of an independent Slovak state. The second division of its
territory between Hungary and Poland. On March 14, 1939, the Slovak
Parliament proclaimed an independent Slovak state. A day later, the
Protectorate of Bohemia and Moravia was declared. The Czechoslovak
Republic disappeared primarily as a result of the international situation and
the power interests of Hitler's Germany. On the other hand, it should be
emphasized that Germany used the tense relations between Czechs
and Slovaks for its own purposes. In the years of the Second World War
(1939-1945), in the framework of the anti-fascist, foreign and domestic
resistance, Czechs and Slovaks gradually came closer and cooperated. Both
resistance components formulated the goal of the post-war restoration of the
joint state of two equal nations, Czechs and Slovaks. On April 5, 1945,
the government program for the new Czechoslovakia was adopted:
"... Recognizing that the Slovaks are to be masters in their Slovak land just
as the Czechs are in their Czech national homeland, and that the Republic
will be restored as a joint state of equal nations, the Czech and Slovak, the
government will express this recognition with important state political acts."
[2, p. 407]. Development in the new Czechoslovakia, however, went against
the mentioned provisions. The equal arrangement of relations between
Czechs and Slovaks in the common state was sacrificed to the Communists'
interest in power. In order to obtain a monopoly of power, they gradually
enforced the centralization of the entire state. The new Czechoslovak
Constitution of May 9, 1948 formally guaranteed the existence of Slovak
national bodies, but fully subordinated them to the Czechoslovak
government in Prague. The centralization of the state was also confirmed by
the Czechoslovak Constitution of July 11, 1960. The compensation for
Slovaks was their greater involvement in national politics as well as the
industrialization of Slovakia. Only the reform process and democratization
in the Czechoslovak Republic in 1968 had a positive impact on
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Czechoslovak relations. On October 27, 1968, the Constitutional Law on
the Czechoslovak Federation was adopted. Czechoslovakia officially
became a federated state of two nations — Czechs and Slovaks (January 1,
1969). Within the framework of the federation, the Czech Republic and the
Slovak Republic were established. Both republics had their own legislative
bodies and governments. Despite the fact that the federation was deformed
by the powerful position of the Communist Party, the national interests of
the Slovaks were largely fulfilled. After the fall of the communist regime in
Czechoslovakia (1989), relations between Slovaks and Czechs were re-
addressed. The dominance of different political currents in the Czech
Republic and Slovakia ultimately led to the division of the common state.
This happened on January 1, 1993.

Currently, there are very close relations between the two nations and
states, which can be described as above-standard. The development of the
relations between the two nations was determined by their historical and
cultural proximity, but also by mutual specificities and differences. Their
relations were fundamentally determined by geopolitical changes in the
European area. Despite the turbulent development of their relations, both
nations were able to coexist and develop successfully. The process of their
double separation in 1939 and 1993 took place in a more or less peaceful
and cultural manner.

MHApOKEe Ta €(EeKTHBHE BHUKOPHUCTAHHS ITOJITHKO-KOMYHIKATUBHHX TEXHO-
JIOTiif Ha KOPUCTH PO3BUTKY JIEMOKPATHYHNX 1HCTUTYTIB.
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Lumea contemporand este una dinamica, penetratd de multiple contra-
dictii, conflicte sociale, conflicte politice, interetnice, provocari, riscuri etc.
In conditiile instabilitatii sistemului social, a subsistemului politic,
economic, demografic etc., omul are nevoie de repere clare in aprecierea
evenimentelor/fenomenelor/ proceselor la care participd ca actor activ sau
observator pasiv. In acest sens tema acestui studiu este actuald, este
importantd sub aspect aplicativ. Cu atat mai mult ca institutiile politice din
Republica Moldova si Ucraina si-au propus sa promoveze, sd implementeze
in practica politica valorile democratiei europene.

Analiza politologica nu poate sistematiza, generaliza doar datele despre
fapte, actiuni politice, sociale, deoarece acestea dobandesc semnificatie doar
in masura in care sunt raportate la intreg — sistemul relatiilor sociale, care
asigurd contextul interpretdrii materialului empiric. in acest sens, misiunea
politologului este intelegerea si interpretarea corectd a interactiunii teoriei si
materialului empiric: perceptii, actiuni, opinii, interpretdri etc. Deseori
politicienii si conducatorii statelor contemporane adopta decizii, bazdndu-se
pe propriile opinii si chiar pe produsele propriei intuitii, deseori fara a aplica
cunostintele stiintifice, formulele si calculele matematice. In acelasi timp
este important sd intelegem ca in absenta unei ipoteze de lucru datele
empirice pot ramane nevalorificate din cauza ca lumea pe care o prezentam
in rationamentele noastre trebuie Inteleasa, este insuficientd perceptia. Mai

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mult ca atat in reprezentdrile noastre prezentim mai mult dovezile/
imaginile, dar nu reproducem practica politica.

Politologia contemporana este preocupatd de interpretarea si intelegerea
scopurilor politice, dar acolo unde este vorba despre scopuri, in prim plan
apar valorile. Iatd de ce in studiile politice ale realitatii este prezenta
componenta axiologica, iar savantul specialist din domeniu poartd
raspundere morald pentru societate, este obligat sd apere si sa promoveze
valorile general umane. Politologul nu se poate afirma si manifesta ca un
tehnocrat izolat, el are obligatia morald de a-si utiliza cunostintele in
dezvoltarea durabila a societatii.

Politicul are particularitati statice si dinamice, desemnate de ordine si
procesul politic. Dinamica vietii sociale, politice 1l prezintd ca pe un
segment nefinisat al realitatii. Din acest motiv politologia contemporana
trebuie sd ofere o atentie constantd proceselor dinamice, in care se
desfasoard viata cetatenilor statelor democratice. In acest scop, politologia
isi asuma si isi onoreazd functia de socializare, de socializare politicd a
cetatenilor. Prin socializare politicd subantelegem: ,,Procesul prin care
oamenii ajung sd dobandeasca atitudini si valori politice.” Cercetarea
fenomenului ,socializare politicd” a permis savantilor sd evidentieze
urmatoarele aspecte: ,,Cercetarea socializdrii nu poate prin natura sa sa
identifice o constiintd falsd sau vreo altd modalitate de care valorile
dominante sa fie Incalcate fara ca subiectii sa fie constienti de faptul acesta.
Identificarea cu un partid nu este iIn mod necesar un ghid vrednic de
incredere la vot si nici in atitudinile politice” [1, p. 419].

In societatea contemporani este foarte important si definim adecvat
semnificatia politicului. In ultimele decenii ale secolului XX, teoreticienii
considerd ca politicul este un gen de activitate participativd si rationala
a cetitenilor. In acest context, politica este definitd prin competitia intre
elite pentru voturi si influentd. Hanna Arendt prezintd politicul ca
participare activa la viata publica [2]. Politicul este cea mai nobild expresie
a vietii umane, care constd in iesirea oamenilor in afara nevoilor si
suferintelor lor particulare pentru a crea o lume publica in care fiecare poate
aparea inaintea celorlalti in ceea ce are el mai specific. ,,impreuna, in public
el creeaza, prin cuvinte si fapte contingente — legile si institutiile care le
structureaza viata colectiva, le reglementeaza conflictele si torc firul narativ
al istoriei” [3, 312-313].

Tezele teoretice despre specificul analizei politologice a realitatii
ne-a permis si definim unele prioritati ale politologilor din Republica
Moldova. Avand aceeasi misiune de a reflecta, interpreta adecvat, aprecia
continutul evenimentelor/actiunilor politice, atestim prezenta diferitor
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opinii, justificarea mai multor modele de dezvoltare a societatii moldo-
venesti. Explicatia controverselor atestate in discursul/mesajul politicienilor
de la guvernare si din opozitia parlamentard, din articolele stiintifice, din
discutiile publice o gasim in afirmatia: cercetarile politicului vizeaza si
componenta axiologica, in care sunt camuflate sau declarate deschis
scopurile unei actiuni, a unui eveniment.

In Republica Moldova functioneazd un sistem pluripartit, in care
deosebim partide politice, care deschis promoveaza politici orientate spre
integrarea tarii In Uniunea Europeana; partide care se declara pro-europene,
dar interesele lor sunt ascunse, actiunile liderilor lor vorbesc despre
pozitionarea acestora in opozitia guvernantilor pro-europeni. Un alt grup de
partide s-a angajat si deserveasca interesul geostrategic al Federatiei Ruse.
Protestele organizate de liderii acestora, sustinuti financiar de oligarhii care
au fugit din Republica Moldova, diminueaza rezultatele Politicilor Publice,
a Politicii sociale, promovate de guvernanti.

Anul 2024 pentru Republica Moldova este important se vor desfisura
alegeri prezidentiale, iar rezultatele scrutinului pot influenta cursul integrarii
regionale a tarii. De asemenea, In primavara anului 2024, reprezentantii
institutiilor politice de la Chisindu planificd deschiderea negocierilor cu
Uniunea Europeand. Aceste procese politice pun in valoare rezultatele
socializarii politice a cetatenilor, printre care mentionam: schimbarea
mentalitatii, atitudinii actorului vietii sociale fatd de evenimentele si
actiunile desfasurate in tara, in regiune. Constientizarea tuturor schimbarilor
din viata politicd si sociald a tarii conduce la actiuni responsabile, la
multiplicarea manifestarilor constiente a personalitatii actorului politic.
Acest obiectiv este realizabil doar in conditiile in care intelectualii, membrii
comunitatii academice, toate elementele societatii civile se vor implica activ
in promovarea valorilor europene, vor explica cetatenilor: cum s-a schimbat
viata lor in rezultatul implementirii proiectelor europene. In acest context,
o semnificatie aparte o au actiunile programelor de educatie civica, care
»atat la nivel teoretic, cat si practic vizeazd responsabilitatea persoanei,
care, la randul ei, insumeaza in sine toate valorile asimilate, respectate si
promovate de aceasta” [4, p. 303].

M. Foucault analizdnd responsabilitatea intelectualilor, ,.activitatea
carora are sens ,,numai daca este orientatd spre schimbarea gandirii proprii
si a altor oameni”. Intelectualul trebuie sa-si asume responsabilitatea pentru
sustinerea traditiei, care constd, in primul rand, in promivarea
problematizarii morale initiate. O tezd actuala si foarte importantd pentru
timpurile si provocdrile pe care le trdim, este avertizarea savantului:
»irebuie sd oferim pericolului, apreciat ca cea mai esentialda forma
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a responsabilitatii, eforturi pentru schimbare, prin manifestarea unei griji
permanente fatd de sine” [5, p. 321]. Tezele lui M. Foucault despre
dimensiunea axiologica a cercetarii politicului pot fi apreciate la justa
valoare doar raportandu-le la conceptul de problematizare.

in lumea moraldi M. Foucault evidentiaza ,trei straturi: formarea
discursive, care-i cuprinde pe toti si pe fiecare; grupul mic in care subiectul
se simte aproape ca la el acasa; Insu-si subiectul — centrul activitatii morale.
Ei nu este egal cu sine, deoarece trecand prin procesul de problematizare
devine altul, influenta caruia mai tarziu se rasfrange asupra grupului mic si
intr-o masura mai mica asupra Intregului discursive. Este responsabil Acela
care se problematizeazd pe sine si odatd cu sine merge in intdmpinarea
dintre constient si inconstient, liber si impus. Alegerea constientd se refera
nu la scop, dar numai la mijloacele alegerii lor.

Semnificatia majora a educatiei civice pentru integrarea europeana
a Ucrainei este apreciatd de colegii de la Universitatea Nationald ,,Yuri
Fedkovici” din Cernauti: Anatoliy Kruglasov, Natalia Nechaeva-Yuriichuk
[6, p. 244-270; 7, p. 271-290]. Profesorul universitar Anatoliy Kruglasov in
studiul: ,,In cautarea unui model national de educatie civici” mentioneaz:
,Una din conditiile importante pentru formarea cu succes a unui sistem de
educatie civica este parteneriatul dintre stat si institutiile societdtii civile,
cooperarea diferitelor niveluri de institutii de Invatdmant, precum si oamenii
de stiintd care studiazd problemele dezvoltirii acestuia si expertii din
domeniul educational” [6, p. 245]. Experienta Ucrainei trebuie studiata,
asimilatd de managerii si expertii angajati iIn domeniul educatiei, deoarece
valorile promovate de subsistemul educatiei civice sunt rezultatele vizate
de alt proces important pentru statele candidate la aderare la Uniunea
Europend — europenizarea. Anatoliy Kruglasov aminteste ca conceptul
»educatie civica” a fost definit de Programul National de Educatie Patriotica
a Populatiei, adoptat in 1999. Conceptul ,,educatia civica” viza: formarea
unui stil de viatd sandtos, dezvoltarea spiritualitatii si intarirea fundamen-
telor morale ale societatii” [6, p. 247].

In concluzie mentionim ci dimensiunea axiologici a politologiei
fortifica rolul stiintelor sociale 1n societatea dinamica, de tranzitie, durabila.
Ne dorim sustinerea proceselor de socializare si europenizare a cetatenilor
Republicii Moldova, in rezultatul carora, in conditii dificile, actorul
principal al procesului social-politic — cetateanul va alege responsabil,
sustinand 1n asa fel integrarea tarii in comunitatea statelor europene.
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Buzzwords and trends have found fertile ground in the era of the
internet. There’s little doubt in that. The world wide web is a propagation
medium like no other for any topic that gets attention at any moment
in time. Is that also true for concepts that may influence the way our world
is governed? Are our institutions caught in the vortex of buzzwords
and trends? Is the academic world affected as well?

Those are not easy questions to answer and there’s no way to cover such
a topic in a brief paper like the current one. Nonetheless, the objective here
is to tap into the matter by looking at the Territorial Agenda documents that
the EU institutions have published in the last two decades and find whether
there are any indications that they have any role in such phenomena. To this
end, besides the above-mentioned documents, some speciality literature
papers that discuss these documents has also been analysed. Still, a defini-
tive conclusion is not reached in this paper.

The birth of the first Territorial Agenda document of the European
Union is presented in detail by Faludi [1], a process that took place over
several years [1, p. 22] and produced several versions of the document
through the work of experts from different countries [1, p. 23, 25]. All the
efforts around the development of the Territorial Agenda, but also in
previous documents [2], brought two terms to the general attention of
researchers from various fields: territorial cohesion and polycentric
development. The focus will fall more on the former than on the latter in
this paper.

The terms are continuously present in the Territorial Agenda documents.
In the academic world, extensive speciality literature has covered these
concepts. Still, the meaning of both terms is rather blurred. There are no
official EU documents that describe them clearly, so we don’t really know
what the EU means when it proposes territorial cohesion as a “prerequisite
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for achieving sustainable economic growth and implementing social and
economic cohesion” [3, p. 3(8)], or suggests to “ensure the implementation
of the Europe 2020 Strategy according to territorial cohesion principles”
[4, p. 2(4)], or specifies that territorial cohesion ‘“reinforces solidarity
to promote convergence and reduce inequalities between better-off places
and those with less prosperous prospects” [5, p. 3(6)]. Even though, text
from various EU documents are seen as definitions of territorial cohesion
[6, p. 8], they are not definitions per se.

Though there are ways to measure both polycentric development and
territorial cohesion, whether they measure the same thing is up for
discussion. For example, the Report on the Assessment of Territorial
Cohesion and the Territorial Agenda 2020 of the European Union mentions
that “[r]egardless of an exact definition of territorial cohesion, different
arguments have been put forward to include the objective of territorial
cohesion alongside economic and social cohesion” [6, p. 8], showing that
sometimes, what is measured as territorial cohesion is what is considered
territorial cohesion. On the other hand, Medeiros [7] attempts to provide
a methodology to evaluate territorial cohesion, by identifying its
dimensions, than various indicators for each of these dimensions, to get,
in the end, to a definition. However, there’s heavy reliance on EU
documents in the identification of these dimensions.

Critique regarding the lack of clarity of these two terms is ever present.
Most studies tackling these concepts start with such a statement which
means that they are rather fluid. So, it may be that, to some extent,
the meaning in the eye of the “beholder”.

They, obviously, didn’t come out of nowhere. Faludi points out, that the
Territorial Agenda documents, and other documents that lead up to them,
are the product of the work of experts [1, p. 23]. However, as opposed to the
speciality literature, there’s no room in such documents to explain how and
why territorial cohesion and polycentric development are central to the
development of the territory of the European Union.

The concepts, by themselves, don’t necessarily carry positive implica-
tions. As ridiculous as it may sound, a geographical area can be territorially
cohesive even if it is entirely environmentally unsustainable. There’s
cohesion in that, even if there are no positive aspects in such territorial
cohesion. Polycentric development can have both positive and negative
implications. For example, polycentric development can mean territorial
expansion, which also means that a lot of agricultural territory can be lost to
various urban functions. Thus, where something is gained, something else is

lost. Still, if territorial cohesion does not, necessarily, have direct territorial
implications, polycentric development can.

Consequently, they feel more like buzzwords that have just caught on
and are general enough to allow for a large degree of freedom in the way
the member states implement related EU policies in the pursuit of
improving the life of EU citizen. And whether that’s achieved, can be
measured through various metrics that can be continuously evaluated, no
matter if we summarise them through concepts such as territorial cohesion,
or not.

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Introduction

The North Atlantic Treaty Organisation (NATO) is a political-military
alliance established on the basis of the North Atlantic Treaty, signed
on 4 April 1949, by 10 Western European and two North American states.
With the status of a security organisation and international legal personality,
NATO has adapted its mandate over more than seven decades of existence.

At the time of its creation, the transatlantic alliance became a key pillar
for Western European countries in the face of the threat of Soviet
expansion, promoting Western values and countering Communist influence
and the Soviet nuclear arsenal during the Cold War.

In NATO's 2010 Lisbon Strategic Concept, three key tasks for the
alliance are outlined: (1) ensuring collective security; (2) crisis manage-
ment; and (3) promoting cooperative security. These provisions are reitera-
ted in the current NATO Strategic Concept Madrid — 2022, but for the first
time in the Alliance's conceptual-strategic history, Russia is defined as "the
most significant and direct threat to the security and stability of the Allies"
[1, p. 1].

Collective security is about defending NATO allies and deterring any
attacks against them. In recent years, NATO has focused intensively on
strengthening capabilities in this area, including cyber and hybrid threats.
Crisis management covers situations outside the territory of NATO allies,
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including missions in Kosovo and Afghanistan. Within the framework of
cooperative security, NATO works with a variety of partners, both regional
and global. Each area of work provides a forum in which allies and partners
discuss, assess threats and risks, plan for contingencies and adopt common
policies and standards to improve their ability to work together [2, p. 3-5].

History of the North Atlantic Alliance

Known simply as the "Cold War" in world chronology, the expansion
of the Soviet Union into Eastern Europe and the spread of communism in
this region posed a significant threat to the security of Western Europe and,
by extension, the Western Hemisphere. In response to this challenge,
the US commitment to protecting Western Europe against the influence
of the Soviet Union became all the more necessary.

In April 1949, the North American nations of the US and Canada joined
forces with ten Western European countries to establish the North Atlantic
Treaty Organisation (NATO). This alliance was designed to provide
a protective shield against the expansion and ideology of the Soviet Union,
and soon after to deter the Soviet Union following its first atomic bomb test
in August 1949. In a parallel fashion, the Soviet Union established the
short-lived political and military alliance known as the Warsaw Pact in May
1955, with eight member states, to counterbalance NATO's influence
on the world stage.

The North Atlantic Alliance was founded on the principle of collective
security, where an attack on one NATO member was considered an attack
on all, a provision maintained and reiterated in all NATO Strategic
Concepts.

In 1991, the Soviet Union collapsed and with it the Warsaw Pact ceased
to exist. With the end of the Cold War and the absence of an immediate
threat from the Soviet Union, NATO's future became uncertain. The new
geopolitical landscape prompted NATO to reassess its missions, expand its
sphere of influence and adapt to new threats. Dissolution of the alliance was
not an option.

Unlike during the Cold War, when the Alliance expanded with only four
new members, the collapse of Eastern European communism brings
significant waves of new NATO members, virtually doubling the total
number of Alliance members (32 members in 2024 with the accession
of Sweden).

By accepting former communist Eastern European states, the Alliance
has broadened its remit to include conflict management in South-Eastern
Europe and North Africa, anti-piracy operations in the Gulf of Aden,
counter-terrorism actions in South Asia and the Middle East, and recently,
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the collective defence of Eastern Europe against aggression by the Russian
Federation (successor to the USSR) [3, p. 59-60].

Since its establishment on 4 April 1949 by its 12 founding members,
NATO has undergone seven stages of expansion in the number of member
states, in accordance with the principles of its "Open Door" policy,
as stipulated in Article 10 of the North Atlantic Treaty of 1949. This policy
has been implemented to include other European countries, with particular
emphasis on the former communist states of Eastern Europe. Countries that
have joined the Alliance over the years include Greece and Turkey (1952),
West Germany (1955), Spain (1982), the Czech Republic, Poland and
Hungary (1999), Bulgaria, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Romania, Slovakia
and Slovenia (2004), Albania and Croatia (2009), and Montenegro (2017).
In 2020, North Macedonia became the 30th member. Finland and Sweden
became official NATO members in 2023 and 2024 respectively [4].

NATO structure, missions and operations

The main components of the NATO structure include the North Atlantic
Council (NAC), the NATO Secretary General and the NATO Charter.
The North Atlantic Council is the decision-making body comprising
representatives of member states at ambassadorial or defence secretary
level, with responsibility for discussing and taking decisions on security and
defence matters. The NATO Secretary General, appointed by unanimous
agreement of the member states, is the chief executive responsible for
coordinating day-to-day activities and representing the organisation
internationally.

NATQ's Command Forces play a crucial role in the organisation's
structure and are coordinated through two main strategic commands:
Supreme Allied Command Transformation (SACT) in the US, which
is responsible for the development and transformation of NATO's military
capabilities, and Supreme Allied Command Operations (SACEUR) in
Belgium, which is responsible for the planning and conduct of military
operations. In addition, all member states contribute to the training
of NATO forces by providing troops and resources for collective deterrence
and defence in crisis and conflict situations.

The NATO Research and Technology Agency (NCIA) provides
technical support, communications, intelligence and cyber security services,
complementing the organisation's structure. NATO also works with other
international organisations such as the European Union, the United Nations
and the Organisation for Security and Cooperation in Europe to promote
global security and stability [5].
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The concept of "collective defence,” enshrined in Article 5 of the
Washington Treaty, has allowed the Alliance to expand by bringing in new
members, now totalling 32 states. This concept has underpinned consul-
tation and cooperation on defence and security matters, as well as
participation in multinational crisis management operations.

The objectives of collective defence, crisis management and cooperative
security were reaffirmed in the 2014 NATO Summit Declaration. Here the
Action Plan was endorsed to enhance responsiveness, adapting to changes
in the security environment and managing the challenges posed by Russia's
conduct, risks and threats in the Middle East and North Africa.

NATO has expanded its security activities, including counter-terrorism,
actively participating in operations in Bosnia, Kosovo, Afghanistan, Iraq,
Sudan and Libya between 1992 and 2011. NATQ's mission in Afghanistan,
coordinated through ISAF, has been a significant effort to stabilise and
develop the country.

NATO's participation in Operation Active Endeavour in the Mediterra-
nean, the fight against maritime piracy in the Horn of Africa through
Operation Ocean Shield, as well as involvement in supporting the African
Union in the Somalia Mission, illustrate the Alliance's continued
commitment to global security.

NATO has also engaged in the fight against cyber-terrorism, estab-
lishing cyber defence as an integral part of collective defence and stepping
up cooperation with private industry partners.

In the context of the suspension of cooperation with Russia, NATO has
strengthened its relations with Moldova, Ukraine, Georgia by supporting
efforts to reform defence and security systems.

NATO has adapted to the new challenges and threats of the 21st century,
reaffirming its active role in maintaining global peace and security through
cooperation, military action and engagement in crisis management. The
North Atlantic Alliance remains a central actor in ensuring international
stability [6, p. 199-202].

NATO human rights policies

With the expansion of NATO operations since the 1990s, pressure from
within and outside the Alliance to implement its commitment to human
rights has increased. This pressure has been driven by perceived
shortcomings in NATO operations, including civil society concerns about
civilian casualties in Afghanistan. To clarify its approach, NATO has
adopted a zero-tolerance policy towards such casualties.

Alliance states that support human rights in other fora have also
promoted these issues in NATO. These efforts have involved the adoption
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of specific human rights policies, reflecting or extending provisions adopted
at the UN level. This work is part of a wider global dialogue on improving
respect for human rights in conflict and post-conflict contexts.

Together with NATO's long-term work programme on women, peace
and security, these policies constitute a developing agenda for human
security within the Alliance. In addition to the policies, NATO has imple-
mented internal reforms, including access to justice for personnel and emp-
hasising the importance of human rights in the management of international
organisations.

Within the North Atlantic Alliance (NATO), the Protection of Civilians
policy adopted in 2016 is a clear sign of a strong commitment to human rights
during deployed operations. This policy, based on four key principles, including
a lawful approach and taking concrete steps to protect civilian populations,
resulted in an action plan in 2018, scheduled for review in 2021.

In addition, NATO responded to the challenges of sexual exploitation
and abuse by adopting a specific policy in 2019. By clearly defining these
behaviours and ensuring collective responsibility through awareness and
training, NATO promotes a safe and harmonious environment.

Regarding the protection of children in armed conflict, allies agreed
in 2015 on a policy that integrates UN requirements and the Optional
Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child into military doctrine.
The focus is on recognising and reporting violations during operations,
highlighting the importance of protecting the most vulnerable members
of affected communities.

In an effort to ensure fair and just treatment for its personnel, NATO
implemented significant internal reforms in 2013. Through the establish-
ment of the NATO Administrative Tribunal, the Alliance guarantees
independent and impartial access to justice for its members. These policies
and reforms reflect a comprehensive and committed approach to respect for
human rights in all aspects of NATO operations and structures [2, p. 6-7].

NATO's role in the global response to 9/11

European countries provided significant support to the United States
after the 9/11 attacks. They have pledged to support the United States both
individually, in personal talks with President Bush and senior US officials,
and collectively, through NATO and the European Union. Although NATO
invoked its self-defence clause, there was an expectation that NATO would
be an integral part of the military response in Afghanistan, based on the
principle that an attack on one member would be considered an attack
on all. However, the United States decided to conduct military operations
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in Afghanistan without an explicit NATO role, preferring to integrate Euro-
pean contributions on the basis of bilateral agreements.

NATO reacted promptly and firmly to the September 11 attacks,
condemning them and promising assistance. NATO Secretary General Lord
Robertson encouraged the United States to formally invoke the collective
self-defence provisions of Article 5 of the Washington Treaty. Although
some allies expressed reservations, Robertson insisted on the importance
of consensus, arguing that failure to invoke Article 5 would fundamentally
weaken the Alliance. So on 12 September 2001, NATO invoked Article 5
for the first time in its history.

Although it was hoped that invoking Article 5 would lead the US
to conduct the military response under NATO, or at least coordinate actions
with NATO's integrated military structure and political institutions,
the United States has determined that the Alliance will not be involved
in military action against Afghanistan. Instead, the United States requested
NATO support in specific areas, and the allies endorsed the proposed
measures, facilitating military planning and ensuring collective support.
NATO did not contribute its collective assets to Operation Enduring
Freedom in Afghanistan, but played a major role in the domestic Operation
Noble Eagle in the United States, with AWACS monitoring the airspace and
providing support to Operation Eagle Assist. [7, p.5-22]

NATO: Different perspectives in Armenia and Azerbaijan

Armenia's position towards NATO is reserved, as the country does not
explicitly aim to join NATO, which would be incompatible with its close
military and political ties with Russia. Armenia is the only republic in the
South Caucasus that is a member of the CIS Collective Security Treaty
Organisation (CSTO). Armenia's membership of the CSTO and its close
relationship with Russia in general do not encounter significant opposition
in Armenia's domestic political discourse. Another obstacle to Armenia's
accession to NATO is the decidedly friendly relationship with Iran, which
affects bilateral relations and national security.

Both President Robert Kocharyan and his successor Serge Sarkisyan
have expressed reservations about joining NATO, arguing that it would
harm Armenia's relations with neighbouring countries and would not
significantly improve national security. The "National Security Strategy"
document adopted in 2007 prioritises cooperation with Russia and CSTO
over interaction with NATO. This principle was also reflected in Armenia's
2007 Defence Doctrine.

Despite a pronounced interest in NATO membership expressed by Vafa
Guluzade, foreign policy advisor to Azerbaijani President Heydar Aliyev,
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Azerbaijan appears to have no immediate plans for full integration into the
North Atlantic Alliance. While there are efforts to strengthen cooperation
with NATO, leaders in Baku are taking a cautious approach, avoiding
making clear statements about their intention to seek full membership.
President llkham Aliyev stressed that the country is not yet ready for such
an accession and that he avoids setting unrealistic targets for such a move.
Factors such as sensitive relations with Russia and Iran, together with the
desire to avoid geopolitical pressures, shape Azerbaijan's attitude towards
NATO. In official documents, Azerbaijan aims to integrate into European
and Euro-Atlantic structures, highlighting this as a strategic objective, but
without explicitly mentioning full NATO membership in the near future
[8, p. 24-31].

We can sum up that NATO has been and will remain the essence
of European and Euro-Atlantic security, even more so in terms of human
security. The North Atlantic Alliance's cooperation with major international
organisations, but especially with the European Union, is based on a strong,
unique and essential security partnership. [9, p. 135-136] Both organisa-
tions share the same democratic values and common strategic interests,
and the current security environment highlights the need to strengthen
the NATO-EU strategic partnership through multidisciplinary cooperation.
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Since its establishment in 1949, the North Atlantic Treaty Organization
(NATO) has stood as a pivot of European security, providing a framework
for collective defense, cooperation, and stability among its member states.
Born out of the ashes of World War Il and the looming specter of the Cold
War, NATO's core mission has been to safeguard the territorial integrity and
sovereignty of its members.

NATO's founding document, the North Atlantic Treaty, embodies the
principle of collective defense established in Article 5, which declares that
an armed attack against one member shall be considered an attack against
all members®. This mutual commitment to each other's security has served
as a powerful deterrent against potential aggressors, bolstering the peace
and security of the Euro-Atlantic region for over seven decades.

Throughout the Cold War, NATO played a key role in deterring Soviet
aggression and maintaining the security of Western Europe. The presence of
NATO forces, particularly the significant commitment of the United States,
provided a crucial shield against the expansionist ambitions of the Soviet
Union. The alliance acted as a hub of stability, preventing the outbreak of
major conflict in Europe while allowing for the gradual thawing of East-
West tensions through dialogue and diplomacy.

The collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991 brought about a new era of
challenges and opportunities for NATO. The alliance underwent a profound
transformation, expanding its membership to include former Warsaw Pact

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countries in Central and Eastern Europe. This historic enlargement has not
only promoted stability and democratic values in these new liberated
nations, but at the same time extended the area of security and cooperation
across the continent.

The NATO-led interventions in the Balkans during the 1990s marked
a significant evolution in the alliance's role, as it transitioned from a purely
defensive organization to an active participant in crisis management and
peacekeeping operations. The stabilization efforts in Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Kosovo, and other conflict areas demonstrated NATO's
commitment to upholding peace and security, even in the face of complex
and challenging situations.

Moreover, NATO has been a vital contributor to global security,
deploying its forces in various missions beyond its borders. In the Middle
East, particularly in Afghanistan and Irag, NATO troops have worked
alongside partner nations to combat terrorism, train local security forces,
and promote stability in regions plagued by conflict. These out-of-area
operations underline NATO's peace-making role in the international
community, upholding democratic values and the rule of law.

In recent years, NATO has faced a new set of security challenges,
including cyber threats, disinformation campaigns, and hybrid warfare
tactics. Recognizing the evolving nature of these threats, the alliance has
embarked on a process of adaptation and modernization. NATO member
states have invested in cyber defense capabilities, improved intelligence
sharing, and enhanced resilience against hybrid attacks, ensuring that the
alliance remains in touch with the security challenges of the 21st century.

Furthermore, NATO serves as a vital forum for transatlantic dialogue
and cooperation, fostering a strong bond between North America and
Europe. The regular consultations, joint military exercises, and
interoperability initiatives among member states deepen trust and solidarity,
enabling a swift and coordinated response to crises when needed. This
transatlantic partnership remains a cornerstone of global security, with
NATO serving as a bridge between two continents committed to shared
values and interests.

While Europe faces a complex and uncertain security environment,
NATO remains the main European security guarantee, providing
reassurance, stability and deterrence against potential threats. The alliance's
commitment to collective defense, cooperation, and democratic principles
continues to ensure the safety and prosperity of its member states. In an
ever-changing world, NATO remains steadfast in its mission to safeguard
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the Euro-Atlantic community, embodying the enduring spirit of solidarity
and unity among its diverse member nations?.

NATO's role as the guarantee of security implies several principles
such as:

Collective Defense and Deterrence. NATO's commitment to collective
defense is not merely a theoretical concept but a tangible assurance
of security for its member states. The Alliance has demonstrated this
commitment through various means, including joint military exercises,
shared defense planning, and the forward deployment of troops and
equipment. For example, the Air Policing mission, conducted by rotating
NATO members, provides continuous air surveillance and intercept
capabilities to protect the airspace of eastern part of Europe. NATO's
deterrence posture has evolved over the years to address new challenges.
The Alliance's multinational presence of troops on European eastern flank,
sends a clear message of solidarity and deterrence against any potential
aggression.

Adaptation to New Threats. As the nature of security threats
has evolved, NATO has adapted its strategies and capabilities accordingly
[8, p. 1143-1161]. Cyberattacks, disinformation campaigns, and hybrid
warfare tactics pose significant challenges to the Alliance's security.
In response, NATO has established a Cyber Operations Center and
recognized cyberspace as a domain of operations, integrating cyber defense
into its overall strategy. NATO's emphasis on interoperability and joint
capabilities ensures that member states can effectively work together
in addressing these new challenges. The Alliance's investment in new
technologies, such as artificial intelligence, unmanned systems, and space-
based assets, enhances its ability to deter and defend against emerging
threats.

Partnerships and Cooperation. NATO's reach extends beyond its
member states through partnerships with non-member countries and
international organizations. The Alliance has developed partnerships with
countries across the globe, including the Mediterranean Dialogue and the
Istanbul Cooperation Initiative, fostering dialogue, cooperation, and
capacity-building in regions of strategic importance. NATO collaborates
closely with the European Union (EU) on various security and defense
initiatives. The NATO-EU strategic partnership aims to enhance coordina-
tion on crisis management, capability development, and countering hybrid

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threats. This complementary relationship between NATO and the EU
strengthens the overall security architecture of Europe.

Crisis Management and Peacekeeping. NATO's role in crisis
management and peacekeeping remains a core aspect of its mission
[9, p. 619-635]. The Alliance has conducted numerous operations, such as
the Kosovo Force (KFOR) and the Resolute Support Mission in Afgha-
nistan, aimed at stabilizing conflict-affected regions and supporting peace
processes. These missions demonstrate NATO's willingness to engage
proactively in maintaining international peace and security. NATO's
partnerships with international organizations, such as the United Nations
and the African Union, enhance its effectiveness in addressing global
security challenges. The Alliance provides logistical support, expertise, and
training to partner countries, enabling them to build their capacity for
peacekeeping and security operations.

Transatlantic Bond and Global Reach. The transatlantic bond
between North America and Europe remains at the heart of NATO's
strength. The United States' commitment to European security, through its
military presence and contributions to NATO, underscores the enduring
partnership between the two continents. This bond is not only crucial for the
defense of Europe but also for addressing global security challenges.
NATO's global reach extends beyond the Euro-Atlantic area, with
partnerships and operations in regions such as the Middle East, Africa, and
the Asia-Pacific [7, p. 91-103]. The Alliance's role in combating piracy off
the coast of Somalia and providing training and assistance to partner
countries in Africa highlights its broader commitment to international
security and its good intentions for peace.

In conclusion, NATO's role as the main European security guarantee is
complex and dynamic. The Alliance continues to evolve in response to new
threats, while remaining committed to its core principles of collective
defense, cooperation, and peacekeeping. Through its deterrence posture,
adaptation to modern challenges, partnerships, and global reach, NATO
remains a vital pillar of stability in an ever-changing security landscape. As
Europe faces a series of challenges, from traditional threats to emerging
risks, NATO stands ready to uphold its role as the guardian of European and
Euro-Atlantic security for the benefit of all member states and partner
nations.
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Introduction

It is already a truism that the Union’s goals primarily are concentrated
on promoting peace, freedom, security and justice, sustainable development
based on balanced economic growth and price stability, and combating
social exclusion and discrimination. The EU wants to achieve all these goals
for the well-being of its citizens, as for those of citizens of the world [1].
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By its values and goals, the EU became a different but critical actor
at the international level. After the fall of the communist regimes, the need
to intervene in conflict situations, starting with the former Yugoslavia, led
the EU to improve its instruments and mechanisms for action at the
international level [15, p. 63-65]. One of these instruments of action
is sanctions applied against specific domestic or international actions,
policies or activities of third States to draw attention to and hold
accountable the undemocratic or aggressive nature of such decisions or
actions. Sanctions, as “restrictive measures,” are a tool of the EU’s foreign
policy. Hence, the EU reacts to crises and problems that arise at the
international level, sometimes threatening the entire world’s security,
following its principles and priorities but in cooperation with many other
international states and organisations (candidate states, partner states,
international organisations, etc.) [6; 12, p. 54-55]. The EU sanctions are
applied to the member or no member states, to the neighbouring
as to faraway states, being considered essential from the security
perspective. [12, p. 57-58].

Russia is one of the neighbouring countries against which the EU has
adopted and applied numerous sanctions; even in 2016, some scholars
stated, “Never before has a target of the strategic importance of Russia been
sanctioned to this degree” [14, p. 7]. In February 2024, the latest package
of sectoral sanctions against Russia, the thirteenth, was voted, with a
particular focus on the arms issue, but also targeting new export restrictions
on companies supporting Russia’s war industry, as well as individuals and
entities in the military or public sector accused of war crimes (supporting
the deportation of Ukrainian children from occupied areas or supplying
arms and weapons to the aggressor Russia) [3]. Of course, all European
Union decisions are taken with great interest and enjoy international
support. However, a problem arises when some Member States do not give
up their economic activities with Russia’s close partners or neighbouring
states in Russia’s direct sphere of influence [17]. This is the case of the
Central Asia’ states, members of the Eurasian Economic Union, countries
that have played an important role as intermediaries between Western
exporters and Russia since the beginning of Russia’s aggression against
Ukraine and which continue to raise concerns about the application of EU
economic sanctions on Russia [13; 4]. This is where the big problems come
in for the European Union, which has not always seemed ready to react,
even though the problems have been signalled since the beginning of the
aggression against Ukraine [13, p. 4-5; 4, p. 9]. More than a year after the
start of the war, the European Union has not yet prepared a package of
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sanctions against these states, Charles Michel stating that “We do not apply
the principle of extraterritoriality, and most importantly, we want to work
with all of our partners around the world only through dialogue” [11] and
stressing on the role of a “sincere partnership” [8] with these states.
However, how sincere have the Central Asian states been in this
partnership? Deutsche Welle highlighted in early 2024 the problem of
parallel economic relations between EU member states and Russia through
them [17], although the EU has tried to control the phenomenon through
repeated inspections within these states and even officially noticed a
“decreasing re-export” [2]. Where the truth lies is certainly hard to
determine, as long as trade figures with countries in the region are on the
rise, as even publications in the region point out [2]. The European Union
has announced that it will include companies from Central Asian countries
on the list of those facing sanctions for aiding Russia through their business
activities, [16] but in February 2024 these countries were not on the map of
those targeted by European sanctions, not even Kazakhstan, mentioned in
the Council’s communication on the new sanctions package [9] and on the
EU list with one company and several citizens [7] and several companies
were blacklisted by the EU [16]. This is certainly a way to maintain a
friendly relationship in the EU and the countries on whose territory
economic activities with Russia take place, to keep “open doors” for present
and future economic cooperation and political dialogue. We can only hope
that this policy, which only respects EU principles on international stability,
will make Central Asian countries, despite the behaviour of some economic
agents, consider the opportunity offered by the EU. The latest EU strategy
considers both the problems and opportunities arising from the geopolitical
situation in the region in the context of the war in Ukraine. It underlines that
the EU intends to remain in the region and maintain cooperation with the
countries concerned at all levels (climate stability, security, economic
cooperation, human rights, etc.) [10]. Given the relations between the EU
and the Central Asian states, [5] it is clear that the EU is not abandoning its
partners, and this should be an essential argument for them in their
decisions on tense situations involving Russia.

Incepand cu anul 1991, odati cu obtinerea independentei, Republica
Moldova si-a construit relatiile diplomatice si abordarea tematicii externe ca
un stat mare, cu toate ce reiese din aceastd sintagma. Pe cand trebuia si
tinem cont de contextul geopolitic, de evolutia ulterioard a lucrurilor.
Timpul ne-a aratat cd suntem ostaticii geopoliticului, odata ce vecinii directi
Roménia este membrda NATO, iar Ucraina intreprinde actiuni energice
pentru a deveni membru. Republica Moldova cu statutul sau neutru si cu
Orientarea politicd spre relatii cu uniunea euro-asiaticd nu se coreleaza cu
politica vecinilor si aici apar disensiuni serioase. De la bun inceput, de la
1991 trebuia modelata aceasta situatie reiesind din contextul geopolitic si de
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orientat politica externa ajustind-o la acea a vecinilor ca s nu avem
contradictii de principiu. Modelarea ne-ar fi permis o mai bund ajustare a
politicii externe la realitatile existente. Se impune pardsirea treptatd a
pozitiei de stat mare care poate juca un rol decisiv pe plan international si
abordarea unei pozitii realiste reiesind din situatia concretd in care ne aflam
si din datele problemei existente cand vecinii nu-i poti schimba [3].

Ca stiinta, geopolitica are misiunea de a studia mecanismele prin care un
stat exercitd controlul si influenta asupra unui teritoriu. Geopolitica
cerceteaza relatiile directe si indirecte intre polii de putere si proprietatile si
potentialul unui teritoriu care prezintd interes strategic. Aceastd stiintd a
atins al patrulea nivel al evolutiei sale, pornind de la geografia politica si
incheind astdzi cu un concept al puterii, fiind ghidatd de trei formule de
analiza: istorica, sociologica si geografica [7].

Tema matricei geolpolitice; Romania, Republica Moldova si Ucraina s-a
nascut dintr-0 Comparatie a geopoliticii statului Republica Moldova cu o
formula matematica a matricei unui sir consecutiv numeric. (Al, A2, A3 ....
care sunt legate de matrice, tot ce se intampla se raporteaza intre ele) [1].
Matricea geopolitica este o structura compusa din minimum trei
componente / state, care au tangente: istorice, teritoriale, economice, etnice,
culturale si in virtutea circumstantelor lucreaza orchestrat in vederea
atingerii scopurilor comune, generdnd modele strategice de politica externa
ce stimuleaza avantaje economice, consolidarea securitatii, reducerca
potentialului de tensiuni interstatale s.a. Matricea este o structurd geopo-
litica conventionald, dar care implicd interactiunea statelor componente si
respectarea anumitor criterii: de istorie comuna, de buna vecinitate, de
ajutor reciproc, de relatii economice, de sustinere umanitara si militara..,
fapt demonstrat de exemplul Ucrainei in fata razboiului cu Rusia, cand
matricea si-a dovedit eficienta — suportul Moldovei in problema refugiatilor;
suportul Romaniei In problema refugiatilor si chiar militar.

Logica aparitiei matricei geopolitice se reflecta in lumea aflatd intr-o
permanentd schimbare, cu diverse turbulente si conflicte armate trebuie sa
existe si insule de stabilitate, repere de colaborare constantd, eficienta.
In acest sens matricea geopolitici asigurd promovarea unei politici
echilibrate intre componentele matricei, asigurarea de buna vecinatate,
cooperarea pe multiple planuri si in caz de necesitate pot asigura suportul
militar necesar. Structura organizationald prevede cd in componenta
matricei sunt posibile doud variante structurale:

a) Orizontala in cazul cdnd componentele se situeaza ierarhic pe picior
egal, facand abstractie de marimea teritoriului, numarul populatiei, puterea
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economicd, potentialul militar si axdnd-si interesele doar pe domeniile
strategice si cooperare reciproc avantajoasa;

b) Verticald, constituitd in functie de puterea politica, economicd si
militara a partilor componente. Pentru comparatie, folosim ca exemplu,
cazul triumviratului SUA, Marea Britanie si Franta In care aranjamentul s-a
facut piramidal, in mijloc SUA ca un pol deosebit de puternic, in parti cele
doua state europene.

Problema actuala rezida in faptul, cd matricea geopoliticd formatd din
statele: Roménia, Republica Moldova, Ucraina, in contextul politicii
contemporane se afirmd ca o realitate necesara. Consolidarea acestei
structuri deschide mari perspective pe calea aderdrii europene si relatiilor cu
NATO. In acelasi timp, experienta acestei matrice devine o sursi de
inspiratie politicd externd pentru alte state din regiune, aflate in situatii
similare. Aceasta va duce la consolidarea pacii europene si respectiv, la
ridicarea bunastarii populatiei de pe continentul nostru. Desi nu este exclus
ca exemplul matricei sa fie preluat de alte state, aflate pe alte continente.
Razboiul din Ucraina este cea mai veridica verificare a necesitatii aplicarii
principiului de matrice geopolitica.

Republica Moldova se gaseste intre doud state vecine, ca intre doua
paranteze si ele influenteazd profund tematica politicd. Concretizarea
agendei politice pe plan extern este numai in favoarea Republicii Moldova,
care 1si poate conjuga eforturile la solutionarea problemelor stringente de
securitate: ecologica, sociald, energetica, cibernetica, financiara, militara
s.a. Aceasta va permite sa trasam parametrii reali In politica de neutralitate
pe care am abordat-o. Posibil si fie necesard reabordarea acestui subiect
reiesind din optiunea vecinilor orientati spre UE si NATO.

Paradigma impusd de matricea geopoliticdi — Romania, Republica
Moldova si Ucraina, are ca obiectiv elaborarea unei noi conceptii a politicii
externe a Republicii Moldova pe termen lung, reiesind din conjunctura
geopolitica, cand statul nostru a fost acceptat cu statut de stat candidat la
Uniunea Europeand [5]. In acest context, politica externi a Republicii
Moldova trebuie formulata reiesind din aceastd matrice geopolitica. Agenda
externa va fi profund modificatd 1n cazul cand acceptd dictatul
geopoliticului. Problema securitatii nationale, cu toate componentele ei
trebuie plasata pusa in prim-planul politicii externe a Republicii Moldova.
Si aici se developeaza ca o crizd generatoare de insecuritate — Problema
Transnistreand, adica conflictul inghetat care este sustinut de Federatia Rusa
ca un punct de sprijin pentru politica externd in aceastd zona. Problema
transnistreana afecteazd relatiile cu Ucraina, Romania, Federatia Rusa,
SUA, UE s.a. [5].
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Cazul actual al Ucrainei, a demonstrat cu prisosinta importanta relatiilor
bilaterale cu statele mari, care se pot implica la modul direct in rezolvarea
litigiilor si conflictelor armate. In acest context, considerdim necesar ca un
loc aparte, in registrul relatiilor internationale sa fie rezervat consolidarii
relatiilor de cooperare cu statele: SUA, China, Japonia, Canada s.a., ca
parteneri si aliati pe drumul europenizérii si aprofundarii relatiilor cu
Alianta Atlanticului de Nord.

O noua viziune asupra politicii externe a Republicii Moldova, racordata
la matricea geopolitica Romania, Republica Moldova si Ucraina, chiar si ca
model teoretic este numai in beneficiul prognozarii unor posibile noi
abordari de problematica externd. Geopolitic, Republica Moldova a fost si
este o punte Intre Est si Vest, chiar dacd nu in toate situatiile a facut fata
faptul ca de ele pot beneficia mai multe tiri — fie vecine, fie indepartate
[2, p. 39]. Republica Moldova e obligata sa tina cont de morala ,,povestii de
succes” si alte esecuri suferite pe parcursul ultimilor zece ani si sd se
angajeze plenar in procesul de realizare a conditiilor pentru aderare:
democratizarea societatii; reforma justitiei; lupta cu coruptia; libertatea
mass-media s.a. Aderararea la Uniunea Europend a devenit idee nationala
a Republicii Moldova si pentru realizarea ei este necesar sa fie utilizata la
maximum relatia cu structurile NATO care sunt benefice pentru securitatea
statul nostru.

Concluzii:

1. La elaborarea proiectului strategic pentru viitorii ani privind relatiile
externe ale Republicii Moldova este necesar sd se tind cont de matricea
geopolitica ca de o formula axiomatica a cursului politic a statului nostru,
care asigura mentinerea si aprofundarea relatiilor reciproc avantajoase si de
buna vecinitate cu componentele matricei Roméania si Ucraina. Se impune
criteriul dinamizarii proceselor de evolutie a relatiilor cu vecinii — Romania
si Ucraina, 1n felul acesta consolidandu-se spatiul necesar pentru activitatea
eficienta a matricei strategice.

2. Razboiul dintre Federatia Rusa si Ucraina a pus pe tapet, in mod
radical, problema neutralitatii Republicii Moldova si posibilei aderari la
NATO. Reiesind din potentialul militar al statului nostru si chiar a matricei
geopolitice, nu putem face fatd unei eventuale agresiuni de proportii. Se
impune revederea conceptului de neutralitate a statului nostru si identifica-
a securitatii nationale si perpetudrii statului.

3. In virtutea schimbirilor politice din Republica Moldova, survenite in
urma alegerilor prezidentiale din anul 2020 si celor anticipate parlamentare
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din anul 2021 este necesara stringent fortificarea politicii interne a tarii ca
un factor primordial al echilibrului necesar pentru evolutia statului
Republica Moldova.
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Introduction

With the expression of no confidence in the government of Eduard
Heger by the National Assembly of the Slovak Republic, the process that
gradually led to early parliamentary elections began. For the purpose of
their action, the members of the National Assembly of the Slovak Republic
adopted a constitutional amendment. Based on it, they could vote to shorten
the election period of the National Assembly of the Slovak Republic. On
January 25, 2023, they supported this amendment with 92 votes. This step
made it possible for early parliamentary elections to be held on September
30, 2023. Until then, Slovakia was to be governed by the temporary Heger
government [5]. However, on May 15, 2023, Heger's cabinet was replaced
by a technocratic government led by Cudovit Odor, which was supposed to
lead Slovakia to the upcoming elections [6]. On June 15, however, the
Odor's government did not gain the confidence of the National Assembly of
the Slovak Republic and administered the country with limited powers until
the election date [14].

This article has two main goals. Firstly, to analyze the results of the
2023 parliamentary elections. Secondly, to analyze the chronological order
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of the formation of a new government coalition from the position of the
political party — Voice — social democracy.

The article is divided into separate chapters structured in a logical order:
Introduction, literature review, theoretical framework, methodology,
discussion and conclusion.

1. Literature review

Many academics in connection with the issue of parliamentary elections
are focusing on: Firstly, they analyze the results of the elections and the
basis for forming the government [12]. Secondly, they analyze the reasons
for holding elections at an earlier date [8]. Thirdly, they analyze political
parties, candidates for prime minister and election campaign [21]. Fourthly,
they deal with the characteristics of the Slovak party system [7]. Fifthly,
they also address the definition of the second strongest party in the election
and also analyze the many circumstances that interfered with this election
[22].

2. Theoretical framework

At the end of 2023, another democratic and free election was held

in Slovakia [9]. During them, 25 political parties and movements ran [13].

The result of the parliamentary elections to the NR SR 2023
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Own processing, source of data [16]:

The data contained in the graph indicate the specific result of the
parliamentary elections [16]. In connection with mandates for individual
political parties, parliamentary seats were redistributed as follows: Smer-SD
(42). [4] PS (32), Hlas-SD (27), OZLANO and Priatelia (16), KDH (12), SaS
(11), SNS (10). [8] Voter turnout was 68.5%, which was the highest voter
turnout in the last 20 years [11].
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3. Methodology

Analysis — based on the analysis, we will focus on the result of the
2023 parliamentary elections and on the chronological order of the
formation of a new government coalition from the position of the
Hlas-SD party.

Synthesis — through synthesis, we will summarize the essential and most
important facts in connection with the result of the parliamentary elections
and the chronological order of the formation of the new government
coalition from the position of the Hlas-SD party.

The research question is: "How did the creation of the new government
coalition proceed from the point of view of the Hlas-SD party?".

Research hypothesis: "The chronological sequence of the formation of a
new government coalition from the position of the Hlas-SD party began
shortly after the elections and ended with the signing of the coalition
agreement between Hlas-SD-Smer-SD-SNS".

4. Discussion

On October 1, Hlas-SD leader Peter Pellegrini stated that, given the
results of the Hlas-SD, it was impossible for a government to be formed that
Hlas-SD would not be a part of [19]. On October 3, P. Pellegrini did not
exclude a single variant of the coalition — Smer-SD, Hlas-SD, SNS or PS,
Hlas-SD, SaS and KDH [18]. On October 5, P. Pellegrini admitted that if
Hlas-SD was to go into a coalition with the parties PS, SaS and KDH, the
offer must be generous, because it is an unstable group [20]. PS leader
Michal Simecka said on October 7 that he was ready to give up the position
of prime minister in favor of the leader of Hlas-SD [15]. On October 9, the
chairmen of Smer-SD, Hlas-SD and SNS met for the first joint meeting
[17]. On October 10, the PS expressed an interest in offering the Hlas-SD
party the position of Minister of the Interior [2]. On the same day, the leader
of Hlas-SD announced that he would only negotiate with Smer-SD and SNS
on the government coalition. He argued the instability of the alternative
coalition [10]. On October 11, Smer-SD, Hlas-SD and SNS signed
a memorandum and divided posts and ministries in it. [1] Five days later,
the leaders of Smer-SD, Hlas-SD and SNS signed a coalition agreement [3].

Conclusion

The aim of this article was to analyze the 2023 NR SR elections and
analyze the chronological order of the formation of a new government
coalition from the position of the Hlas-SD party. As a result of the research
question, it is necessary to point out that the first step towards the formation
of the government coalition Smer-SD-Hlas-SD-SNS was a meeting of the
leaders of the mentioned parties, which took place 9 days after the election
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date. A day later, Hlas-SD, headed by leader P. Pellegrini, decided that it
would only negotiate with Smer-SD and SNS on the new government
coalition. On October 11, the leaders of the mentioned parties signed a
memorandum of understanding and five days later signed a coalition
agreement. It is also appropriate to point out that the research hypothesis
was confirmed.

The question of whether an alternative coalition would be more stable is
irrelevant. However, it is possible to predict that the government coalition —
PS, Hlas-SD, SaS, KDH would be an unstable and programmatically
incompatible government coalition. Social and classical liberals on one side
and conservatives and socialists on the other. For the sake of the stability of
the government coalition, barriers would have to be established based on
agreements, so that cultural and ethical topics are not opened and economic
ones are addressed. Despite this, the mentioned parties are far from each
other even in economic topics. SaS stands for the classic liberalism
of A. Hayek and a lean state, Hlas-SD mainly for a strong state and the
economic theory of J. Keynes. The remaining two parties — PS is more
economically in the middle and KDH is for a smaller and more efficient
state with stronger local governments or regions. Even during the period of
informal negotiations, the SaS could not come to an agreement with the PS,
because the SaS called on the PS to release P. Pellegrini and the Hlas-SD
party as Prime Minister and Minister of the Interior. PS refused to give up
both chairs. However, it later changed its mind.

To sum up, on the one hand, | think that the coalition that PS tried to
create would not last 4 years. It would be composed of four ideologically
different parties representing four different ideologies — classical
and modern liberalism, conservatism and social democracy. On the other
hand, even the coalition of social democrats and nationalists is not as stable
as if only social democrats ruled, because even nationalists have certain
differences in their worldview compared to social democrats. In short,
not a single possible coalition that was formed on the basis of the
parliamentary elections would be a completely stable majority in the
National Assembly of the Slovak Republic.
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The trade policy of a state is an important component of the economic
policy and it influences the way in which the economic borders of that
country are defined and developed. This is seen clearly through the roles it
has: promotion of external economic relations, protection of the national
economy from foreign competition, balancing the commercial balance and
the balance of payment, as well as the increase of the state’s currency
reserves [1, p. 71].

The commercial policy uses three main instruments [1, p. 72-103;
2, p. 106-111]:

— Taxation (at the customs), through which a state’s customs policy is
established. The policy uses custom duties and other laws and regulations
whose declared purpose is the attraction of income towards the state’s
budget. Moreover, the customs policy has protected throughout time the
internal market from foreign competition, using the instruments it had
as a means of negotiation in order to attain tariff reduction or to institute
discriminating measures in relation to other states.

— Non-tariff instruments, which hinder or limit the international flow
of goods, being politically or economically motivated. The declared purpose
of these measures is to protect the internal market from foreign competition
and to stabilize the balance of payment. The main forms of this instrument
are: import quota, import license, agreements regarding the organized flow
of negotiated license goods, import take-off tax, minimum and maximum
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prices for imports, indirect tax and fiscal tax, technical barriers (sanitary,
security, wrapping, marking and labeling standards, etc).

— Export promotion and stimulation instruments, which include the
regulations used by the state and by companies in order to enhance the
world-wide trade of that country — commerce and navigation treaties,
commercial and payment agreements, international economic cooperation
agreements, direct and indirect export subsidies, fiscal facilities for export,
export credits, etc.

Therefore, the economic borders between states (defined by the totality
of commercial policy of a country) have had strong fundaments throughout
the time to exist and to develop. The nation-states have wanted to protect
their interests, and their economies, and have used the instruments used by
the commercial policy to do so. Thus came along the protectionism and the
idea of a closed economy, which have increased the power and meaning
of the economic borders.

According to Milton Friedman (head representative of the neo-
liberalism), Adam Smith’s The Wealth of the Nations was one of the first
hits in the war lead against commercial restrictions in the relations between
states — so a firm signal regarding the diminishing role of the economic
borders. The British economist David Ricardo subsequently brought,
through the theory of the comparative advantage, additional arguments in
favor of free trade and the ability of international trade to create economic
development for all its participants. However, even though most economists
admit that free international economic trade is beneficial for both the
participating states and the global economy as a whole, throughout the time,
tariffs have been a rule. The only relevant exceptions, in Friedman’s
opinion, that have had a true free trade were Great Britain, during the
century after the abolition of the “Corn Laws” in 1846, Japan’s 30 years
after the Meiji restoration and Hong Kong’s trade [3, p. 65-72].

Starting with Ricardo’s theory, liberal economists have been able
to state that the elimination of barriers to commercial trade is beneficial
for everybody, since it leads to an increase of wealth, both individually
and globally. Such belief was the center of the liberal thinking throughout
the 20™ century, laying the bases of the modern commercial system [4]
and of the progressive decrease of the economic borders’ relevance as seen
from the perspective of international trade.

The multitude of measures and instruments that governments had
at their disposal throughout the time to protect their internal markets —
and thus securing their economic boundaries — have made the creation
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of an international organization that governs and promotes free trade
between states imperious. In 1948, the General Agreement for Tariff and
Trade (GATT) was created, which was a negotiation frame through which
the participant states established a common international commercial frame-
work for the first time. The negotiation rounds within GATT favored
the leveling of international trade through the reduction or elimination
of customs tariffs or non-tariff obstacles. In 1995, after the Uruguay round,
GATT became World Trade Organization (WTO), the only international
organization that defines commercial barriers, global trade and economic
activity, thus favoring free trade and commercial cooperation — elements
that lead to the diminishing of economic boundaries’ role and strength.

The WTQ's mission statement contains its guiding principles, which are
the pursuit of open borders, the guarantee of most-favoured-nation principle
and non-discriminatory treatment by and among members, and a commi-
tment to transparency in the conduct of its activities [5].

It can be stated that WTO, as a leader of globalization, has greatly
contributed to the reduction of the importance of economic borders
at a global level, as “it has never really abolished commercial barriers, but it
leveled them in a global setting in order to create a uniform field for all
member states” [6, p. 127]. The consequences of the increase in economic
freedom were and are visible: global trade has increased faster than
production, the increase in the volume of international trade has
outnumbered the increase of global production, crossborder transactions
have increased greatly. However, the dissolution of the economic border
through negotiations within the WTO is questionable, as there are many
voices that state that the reduction of protectionist barriers was often done to
serve the purposes of developed states. The USA and Europe are accused
that in fact, they have negotiated agreements that protect them against
imports from developing countries and that they want markets to be open
only for those goods for which they have a comparative advantage.
Therefore, some believe that even the era of multilateral liberalization of
trade is coming to an end, due to the disappointment of developing
countries [7, p. 77—79]. Wealth for the global market is seen as a ‘naive
illusion” and free trade is just rule of law of the stronger ones [8, p. 229].
However, even if liberalization of trade implies by definition the
elimination of barriers and the creation of an even field for economic
development on the world market, protectionist barriers are still kept, the
traditional ones, as well as other non-tariff forms, such as technical barriers,
antidumping taxes and financial protection measures.
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Besides the multilateral agreements referring to global trade, there are
other trends that need to be mentioned, trends of transforming unbreakable
economic barriers into reachable connection guidelines between states.
These take the form of regional agreements (bilateral agreements, free trade
areas, customs union and common market). The structure of these
agreements is very complex, and many countries are nowadays part of
several such agreements. Most such agreements are between developed
states, especially the European ones (60%), while developing countries have
a smaller share (15%). The rest are agreements that involve both types of
states [9].

The effects of regional agreements on the liberalization of commercial
trade and the economic increase (and the way in which they contribute
to the elimination of economic borders) are not very clear, and the opinions
of experts regarding their economic impact are often quite contradictory [4].

Conclusions

Throughout time, the importance, role and functions of economic
borders have changed continuously, depending on more variables: the
economic ideas that governed the international economic relations, the
needs of the actors from the scene of the global economy, especially that of
the strong ones, the states’ incapacity to form and maintain their economic
and commercial policies in times of pressure exerted by supranational
organizations or multinational companies, the states and regions’ need to
integrate in the global economy in order to gain access to resources needed
for development and growth.

The new economic border defines a new space, a regional one, that we
can present as a dynamic entity, constructed around economic, social and
political interactions between state actors and non-state actors with common
goals, with a contoured regional identity and a high level of social and
economic cohesion [10, p. 121-134].

In order to adapt to the new context created by globalization, borders
have gained a more dynamic connotation, overtaking its own condition
of a symbol of a past world, which was too little interconnected.
Technology and bilateral and international agreements are the drivers that
have generated and have allowed the integration of economies and markets,
and the redefining of economic borders. The emergence of regional blocks
as poles of global economic growth is just a new step in the defining and
structuring of economic borders, especially in the era of instant
communication and capital market liberalization, which have created
serious problems regarding the governing methods of both states and
organizations that assume global governance.
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Introduction

Global conflicts have undergone a notable evolution in recent decades,
increasingly moving towards regional dimensions. In this context, the South
Caucasus stands out as a territory full of tensions and conflicts, becoming a
focal point in contemporary geopolitical dynamics.

Our case study focuses on this highly complex and contested region,
where geopolitical, ethnic and economic interests have intersected to
generate persistent and often emotionally charged conflicts. In light of
recent events, such as the conflict in Ukraine, the need for careful analysis
of this corner of the world, where borders and identities collide, leaving
deep traces in history and painful imprints in the lives of local communities,
becomes ever clearer.

Through this case study approach, we aim to reveal the roots, dynamics
and impact of the conflicts in the South Caucasus on regional and global
stability. The objectives of this study involve: understanding the causes and
dynamics of the conflict, analysing the impact on the civilian population,

assessing resolution and mediation efforts, geopolitical impact and
international relations, promoting dialogue and reconciliation.

Overall, the paper provides a comprehensive and well-informed analysis
of this conflict to better understand its complexity and to contribute to the
development of solutions and strategies to prevent and manage similar
conflicts in the future.

Studying the Georgia-Abkhazia-South Ossetia conflict is important from
several perspectives, both from a historical, geopolitical and humanitarian
point of view. The South Caucasus has witnessed a complex maze of
conflicts, centred mainly around Georgia, South Ossetia and Abkhazia.

In 1990, South Ossetia proclaimed its independence from Georgia,
triggering a war in 1991-1992. This dispute escalated in 2008 when
Georgia launched an offensive in South Ossetia, giving the Russian
Federation the opportunity to intervene in support of South Ossetia.

Abkhazia, on the other hand, sought independence in 1992 following
ethnic tensions with Georgia. The ensuing war was also marked by Russia's
military intervention. In 2008, Abkhazia was again involved in the regional
conflict, supported by Russia against Georgia.

Georgia, in an attempt to preserve its territorial integrity, has been the
main actor in these conflicts. The wars in South Ossetia and Abkhazia have
had a significant impact on the Georgian state, generating substantial
territorial losses and geopolitical tensions.

Overall, these conflicts have created a complex and tense situation in the
South Caucasus with profound implications for regional security and
international relations. Efforts to resolve these disputes remain a crucial
aspect of diplomacy and conflict management in the region.

South Caucasus — a permanent source of instability in the region

The conflict remains an unresolved issue and a source of tension in the
South Caucasus region. The consequences of this conflict have been
significant, affecting the lives of people on both sides of the border and
having a significant impact on international relations. Abkhazia's
declaration of independence, only partially recognised, has created a
complex and unstable situation.

The importance of this conflict is underpinned by several factors.
Firstly, it serves as an example of the ethnic and territorial tensions that can
arise following the collapse of the Soviet Union. Secondly, the Russian
Federation's involvement in supporting Abkhazia adds a geopolitical and
geostrategic charge to this conflict, with direct implications for relations
between Russia and Georgia, as well as for the balance of power and
stability in the region.
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Also, conflicts left unresolved for a significant period of time can affect
regional security and stability, creating an environment for unpredictable
developments and challenges. The international community remains
concerned about this issue and is trying to mediate dialogue between the
parties in order to reach a lasting solution, but the current conflict situation
in the region, caused by the Russian Federation's aggression against
Ukraine, is practically blocking any hope of a peaceful resolution of these
frozen conflicts. Therefore, careful monitoring and management of this
issue remains essential to maintain stability and promote peace in the South
Caucasus region.

The Georgian-Abkhaz conflict is one of the manifestations of inter-
ethnic contradictions in the Caucasus region, which worsened in the late
1980s due to growing instability and the weakening of the central
government in the USSR. In early August 1992, tensions between the
leadership of Georgia, which gained its independence following the collapse
of the Soviet Union, and the leadership of Abkhazia (in Soviet times an
autonomous republic in Georgia), which was fighting for independence
from Georgia, led to open armed conflict, as a result of which Abkhaz
forces in September 1993 established control over almost the entire territory
of Abkhazia, and the entire Georgian population of Abkhazia, fleeing the
fighting, was expelled from the area [2, p. 31-35].

According to official data, about 16 thousand people died during
military operations in Abkhazia: 10 thousand Georgians, 4 thousand
Abkhazians and 2 thousand volunteers from South Ossetia and the North
Caucasus republics.

At the beginning of 1990, there were 537,000 people living in Abkhazia,
of whom 44 percent were Georgians, 17 percent Abkhazians, 16 percent
Russians and 15 percent Armenians. As a result of the fighting,
200-250 thousand of them (mostly Georgians) were forced to leave their
homes. The economic and financial damage caused to the war zone
economy and subsequent events has been estimated at $10.7 billion.

According to a 2016 poll conducted by the Czech news agency
"Medium Orient", about half of Abkhazia's population (45.2%) is in favour
of maintaining the republic's independence, while a third is in favour
of union with Russia [5, p. 3].

Involving the Russian Federation in resolving tensions

Russia's presence in Abkhazia is invisible, explains Abkhaz historian
Guram Gumba, although it is omnipresent in domestic politics, not to
mention foreign policy. Every political decision in Abkhazia is taken
through the prism of Russian interests.
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Many Abkhazians justify the Russians in the war between Russia and
Ukraine, says Liana. They don't know what's going on. My sister, who lives
in Abkhazia, agrees. | tell her on the phone to listen to what's happening in
Ukraine. It's all a lie, she says. | can't prove anything, they don't show what
we see, and | don't want to lose my sister because of this dispute™ [3, p. 21].

Only through Russia do we have access to the outside world, Gumba
says. This gives Russia the chance to pursue its own policy in Abkhazia,
using the vast array of tactics and technologies of influence at its disposal.

As Russia is Abkhazia's main supplier of resources, this undoubtedly
influences current policy. According to Gumba, policies are often pursued
against national interest or consensus in order to instead conform to the
demands and expectations of Russian economic and financial institutions.
On 26 August 2008, Russia recognised the independence of Abkhazia and
South Ossetia.

After recognising the independence of South Ossetia and Abkhazia,
Russia blocked the extension of the mandate of the OSCE Mission to
Georgia, which expired in December 2008. Moscow has said the OSCE
should have two separate missions in South Ossetia and Georgia. Similarly,
in June 2009, Russia rejected the extension of the mandate of UN observers
in Abkhazia under the UN Observer Mission in Georgia (UNOMIG), which
included more than 120 military observers and had played a leading role in
international efforts to resolve the conflict for 16 years. Russian border
guards replaced Russian peacekeepers from the CIS Collective
Peacekeeping Forces. The Georgian and Abkhaz sides have continued
contacts in Geneva, but so far the Geneva meetings have not brought any
serious results.

ONU’s Security Council interventions

At the beginning of the war, representatives of several UN special
bodies were monitoring the situation in Georgia. UN involvement in
attempts to resolve and manage the Georgian-Abkhaz conflict is multilateral
and complex. The leading role is taken by UNOMIG, which is composed
of a Chief Military Observer and up to 130 subordinate observers from a
large number of UN member countries. The mission also includes some
95 international civilian staff and 175 local civilian staff.

The first emergency meeting of the UN Security Council was convened
at the request of the Russian Federation "in connection with the threatening
situation around South Ossetia" on 8 August, just hours after the Georgian
army's massive artillery shelling of the South Ossetian capital Tskhinvali
and the positions of Russian peacekeepers, followed by an assault
on the city.
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The prevailing Georgian view of the conflict, especially in the early
years, was that it was the result of a provocation by the Russian Federation,
which intended to retain a high degree of control over Georgia. Some
observers even argued that the conflict was between Georgia and Russia,
with the Abkhazians serving only as pawns in the struggle. More nuanced
views can be heard from some Georgian and Russian scholars, such as Ghia
Nodia or Alexei Zverev, but the attribution of the conflict to the behaviour
of the Russian Federation remains quite widespread in some academic and
many political circles.

The United Nations Observer Mission in Georgia (UNOMIG) was
established in August 1993 by UN Security Council Resolution 858, just as
the war between Georgia and Abkhazia was coming to an end. UNOMIG's
mandate was initially limited to verifying compliance with the ceasefire
agreement reached between the Georgian government and the Abkhaz
authorities on 27 July 1993 [4, p. 1-2].

The main conclusion that can be drawn from this review of the Security
Council's mediation failures is that the UN and the Russian Federation are
competing for a leading role in the Georgian-Abkhaz conflict settlement
process [1, p. 13]. This competition in mediation activities makes it extre-
mely difficult to reach a settlement.

Conclusion

Through detailed analysis of the causes, evolution and implications
of conflict, we gain a deeper understanding of its dynamics.

Complex history, ethnic factors, and political changes have contributed
significantly to the emergence and intensification of inter-ethnic conflict in
the South Caucasus region. Their evolution has been marked by critical
moments and periodic escalations, such as the 1992-1993 war and the
2008 conflict.

A crucial aspect of the conflicts is the devastating social impact on the
population, including massive displacement of refugees, loss of life and
destruction of infrastructure of all kinds. These humanitarian implications
leave a deep imprint on affected communities.

The research highlighted the importance of the international
community's involvement in mediating and resolving the conflict.
Diplomatic efforts and reconstruction plans have made significant
contributions, but the continuing challenges and lack of definitive solutions
remain critical issues on the international agenda.

INTERMARIUM ASPIRES TO BECOME AN INTEGRATIVE
SOLUTION FOR THE WHOLE AREA SURROUNDED
BY THE ADRIATIC SEA, THE BLACK SEA
AND THE BALTIC SEA

The overall purpose of this paper is to explore the dynamic character
of the Eastern Partnership concept, which evolved from the old Intermarium
to the new Intermarium (the Three Seas Initiative). It also aims to identify
the roles undertaken by this system of security in Central and South-Eastern
Europe.Inaddition, we shall refer to the method of circumscribing political
communitiesand to the exchanges and relations that are established within
borders as a result of the development of the above-mentioned defence plan.
We shall also look at the means whereby the Eastern European countries
fend off Russian aggression, thus forming a buffer zone, a bridgehead.

The association of states that form the Intermarium can be interpreted
from the perspective of institutionalist neo-liberalism. Theorists belonging
to this current focused their research on analysing elements of political
economy. The Intermarium states identified a common economic source —
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the sea—which mightensure, for their populations, at least economic support
in the context of instability caused by political transition. For the specialists
of institutionalist neo-liberalism, the international system is anarchic,
countries are rational actors, as in the case of realism or neo-realism, but
gains are understood in complex rather than approximate terms, as in the
case of neo-realists. This distinction is very important because it influences
the behaviour of states. If a particular state X is not broadly similar to state
Y and does not understand its development as a threat to its own security
and does not compare its gains against others, while its power does not
decrease or increase with the developpment of others [1, p. 65], the chances
for the security dilemma [2, p. 66] to arise are quite small.

Even today, researchers continue to analyse and express advantages
nd disadvantages regarding the reasons for anxietygenerated by the issue
of security in Ukraine and Central and Eastern Europe. They also hope that
things willimproveand that the alliance under discussion will clear up the
numerous issues encountered in the region [3].

Given its prospects for alliance in Central and Eastern Europe, the
Polish government should prioritize its support for Ukraine; for a brief
while, this was the most widely reported event in Europe.Allalong, the
French and Germans talk about "European values" and categorically
discredit not only Ukraine and its eastern partners, but ultimately
themselves. However, the Ukrainians lose their lives every day in defense
of such ideals [3].

It is in Poland's direct economic interest to ensure that reforms
in Ukraine are made public and that Ukraine promotes its image as a strong
trading partner. Poland presents itself as a supporter for a thriving Ukraine,
able to purchase Polish goods (i.e., acting as a market for its products)
and actively participating in cooperative projects, such as projects involving
the production and procurement of defense equipment. At the moment,
production costs in Ukraine are significantly lower than in other regions
of Europe due to the depreciation of the Polish national currency [3].

The Intermarium project was originally a pan-Eastern European regional
control plan against the Russian state, essentially a notion of fear, in which
Poland wanted to play the leading role. Changes in recent years have altered
the original project, requiring it to be adapted to ultra-contemporary
realities, resulting in what we now call the Three Seas Initiative. The new
concept of the alliance aims at achieving twinning and unity in Eastern
and Central Europe. The idea of the competition for the best regional power,
the driving force behind the original Tntermarium project, is now forgotten
[4, pp. 193-199].
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Neighbouring countries in Eastern Europe also perceivea security threat.
History has taught us what might happen if Russian power returns in force.
So as to be valid in relation to today’s security expectations, the Inter-
marium of the 21st century will have to bring together the countries
of Central and Eastern Europe to rival them against the stability of Russia's
regional power, as well as to help each other both politically and environ-
mentally. However, the Intermarium will not have a chance to succeed until
all the former Soviet countries work together and face a common global
threat that mobilizes them in a joint effort. Moreover, the Intermarium, as a
united front, would still need help from the US military to confront
Moscow. If Intermarium in the 21st century succeeded as an organization, it
would create the strongest union in Eastern Europe since the national
revolutions that put an end to communism in 1989 [5, p. 101].

As for the defence policy of grey zone states such as Ukraine, Moldova,
Georgia and Azerbaijan, they have all become subordinate states of
whichever side they choose to cooperate with. This pattern of oscillation
between East and West has proven to be highly fluctuating, as it has
provided no helped in solving the Transnistrian problem in eastern Moldova
or the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict in southwestern Azerbaijan, and was
shaken by the Russian-Georgian war in 2008 [5, p. 101].

If all the nations in the region cooperated in this common goal,
there would be no need to expand NATO further east or to add members
to the European Union. Intermarium in the 21st century would function
as an independent project and, in time, would prove to be a leader on the
international stage.

Pitsudski's Intermarium project is originally known in Polish as Miedzy-
morze and later gained its Latin cognate known today as Intermarium. Both
definitions translate as 'between the seas'. This is because the alliance was
to spread from the Baltic Sea to the Adriatic and the Black Sea. Originally
the Intermarium project was to include Poland, Lithuania, Belarus
and Ukraine, "thereby partially recreating the medieval Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth” [5, p. 101].

If an Intermarium were created today, Ukraine would take precedence
because it has no protection from NATO or other security organisations
outside its country. Then Poland, the original founder of this union, would
be on the list. Poland faces the threat of Kaliningrad in the north and would
dislike the presence of Russia on its southern border in the event
of an occupation of Ukraine [6].

A 21st century Intermarium would be committed to protecting every
nation threatened by Russia. However, the most important factor to consider
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in a 21st century Intermarium would be the avoidance of mistakes
associated with its first draft. This means forbidding the domination
of domestic issues and hoping that these states will be united in the face
of a common and shared global threat. Intermarium cannot succeed until
the concept of solidarity in the post-Soviet sphere in Europe is accepted [6].

Intermarium is a plan that is part of 20th century geopolitics, gaining
more momentum with each passing year. Russian politicians, diplomats,
andthinkers are stilldebatingthespecifics of howlntermariumwould operate
politically in thetwenty-firstcentury [7].

— -while social media platforms typically offer privacy settings to
control who can see your posts and information, these settings can be
complex and difficult to navigate.

— Users may inadvertently share more information than intended due to
confusing or default settings.

— -social media platforms often allow third-party developers to access
user data through APIs (Application Programming Interfaces), and this
raises concerns about data security and how third parties are using the
information they collect.

— -social media platforms are vulnerable to data breaches, where
hackers gain unauthorized access to user data, and breaches can expose
sensitive information and undermine user trust in the platform's security
measures.

[7, p. 248].

1. It’s important to read the privacy policies of social media platforms to
understand how our data is being used, because the privacy policy will
outline what data the platform collects, how it’s used and who it’s shared
with. Reading the privacy policy can help us make informed decisions about
what data we are comfortable sharing and what we want to keep private.

2. Most social media platforms offer privacy settings that allow us to
control who can see our posts, profile information, and activity. Adjusting
these settings can help us keep our personal information private [8].

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The fundamental rights of humans form the basis of a complex
and necessary understanding regarding legal and moral principles. These
rights are inherently guaranteed to every individual regardless of race, sex,
religion, or nationality. They represent a foundation of society, grounded
in universally recognized principles and protected at the international level.
The objectives of Fundamental Human Rights are outlined within
an extensive framework:

Firstly, emphasis is placed on human protection, ensuring security
and individual protection against abuses and violations of fundamental
rights. Another major objective is the promotion of equality, with a focus
on ensuring equality before the law and opportunities, eliminating
discrimination based on criteria such as race, sex, religion, or origin.
Regarding the pillars of Fundamental Human Rights and the models
of respect in the world and Europe, they are reflected in key principles:

— Universality and fundamental rights are considered applicable to all
people, regardless of where they live or their cultural context.

— Indivisibility and interdependence, civil, political, economic, social,
and cultural rights are closely interconnected, requiring an integrated
approach for their protection.

— Non-discrimination, this principle emphasizes the need for fair and non-
discriminatory treatment, both globally and within the European context.

— Participation and inclusion, citizens are encouraged to actively
participate in decision-making processes, ensuring that everyone is involved
in society's life in a relevant and fair manner.

— Accountability and justice, governments and institutions have a res-
ponsibility to respect and protect human rights, and justice must be ensured
in case of violations, both globally and within the European Union [1].

These pillars and models reflect a shared commitment to respect for
fundamental human rights, thus representing a comprehensive and holistic
framework at the global and European level to promote and protect the
values of justice, equality, and dignity.

In a UN report of 13 October 2023, experts strongly condemned vio-
lence against civilians in Israel and the Gaza Strip, highlighting the
worsening illegal blockade with its devastating impact on the civilian
population. They highlighted the horrific crimes committed by Hamas and
Israel's harsh military attacks that have resulted in the loss of civilian lives,
describing them as serious violations of international law. Major concern
was also expressed over attacks on journalists and media workers, with
seven casualties reported in Israeli air strikes [2].

International relations experts have strongly condemned the hostage-
taking and called for their immediate release, highlighting the devastating
consequences of the Israeli attacks on Gaza. They stressed that rocket
attacks bombing civilian infrastructure constitute serious violations
of international humanitarian law. The international community criticized
the complete cut-off of essential supplies to Gaza and warned of the risk
of a severe humanitarian crisis. Experts have called on the international
community to address the root causes of the conflict and identify ways
to prevent violations of international law, stressing the need for a peaceful
solution and the use of diplomatic language in discussing the conflict [3].

Respecting human rights is essential for global communities and
institutions, being an ethical and legal priority. Numerous examples of good
practices, including the Scandinavian model and the commitment of the
European Union to protecting fundamental rights, demonstrate the
possibility and necessity of integrating them into various contexts.
International organizations, as well as national governments, adopt specific
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legislation and policies to ensure non-discrimination, freedom of expres-
sion, and other basic rights.

States such as New Zealand have been recognized for their significant
efforts in the field of human rights, with a focus on extensive dialogues with
indigenous communities to respect and protect their rights. In the corporate
sphere, there are companies that adopt responsible practices, respect human
rights and actively participate in social projects. Non-governmental
organizations, such as Amnesty International and Human Rights Watch,
play a crucial role in monitoring and reporting abuses globally. These
examples of good practices demonstrate that commitment to human rights
can be translated into tangible and positive actions, providing inspiration
and models for building a more equitable international society.

The European Union (EU) asserts itself as a central actor in protecting
and promoting the fundamental rights of its citizens, considering these
rights as fundamental to European values and to a fair and democratic
society. The EU's mission in this regard is strengthened by key documents
such as the Treaty of Lisbon and the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the
European Union, which provide legal protection to European citizens.
To ensure respect for and enforcement of fundamental rights, the EU relies
on institutions such as the Court of Justice of the European Union (CJEU)
and the European Court of Human Rights (ECHR). The CJEU interprets
and applies EU law, ensuring consistency in the interpretation
of fundamental rights in all member states, while the ECHR provides
an additional framework of protection through the European Convention
on Human Rights.

The European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights plays a significant
role in monitoring and reporting on the situation of fundamental rights in
the EU member states, providing essential information for assessing
progress and identifying areas that require additional attention. At the same
time, the EU closely collaborates with member states and non-governmental
organizations to implement and monitor the respect for fundamental rights.
Even though the EU faces various challenges such as technological
advancements and migration, its role is to adapt and update legislation and
policies to respond to these challenges, ensuring that fundamental rights
remain protected amidst change. To maintain cohesion and diversity in the
implementation of human rights in EU member states, dialogue and
cooperation among them are essential, offering opportunities for mutual
learning and improvement of legal and social systems throughout the
European Union.
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In the complex field of human rights, monitoring, and reporting
mechanisms are crucial for assessing compliance with these rights at both
national and international levels. These tools are essential for maintaining
coherence and accountability, often involving collaboration among govern-
mental, non-governmental, and international organizations. Many states
have specialized agencies responsible for assessing the human rights
situation at the national level and formulating recommendations for
improvement. NGOs also play a significant role in monitoring and reporting
human rights violations, providing objective information, and influencing
public opinion and pressure on policymakers. Globally, international
monitoring organizations and mechanisms, such as the Inter-American
Commission on Human Rights or the United Nations Human Rights
Committee, have an important role in assessing human rights compliance
and developing recommendations.

Monitoring and reporting mechanisms generate detailed documents that
provide a comprehensive perspective on the human rights situation. The use
of technology, such as satellite imagery and online platforms, facilitates the
efficient collection and distribution of information regarding human rights
violations. Monitoring and reporting are not limited to identifying problems
but also include implementing recommendations and remedies. The
continuous involvement of governments and responsible entities is essential
to ensure compliance with commitments.

In conclusion, these mechanisms represent an essential framework for
protecting and promoting human rights, contributing to the accountability of
the actors involved and improving transparency in the field. The European
Union (EU) faces challenges and opportunities in protecting human rights in
a global context marked by social, technological, and political changes.
Technological advancement, for example, can be used for innovation in
monitoring and efficiently reporting human rights violations, including
through the use of artificial intelligence and blockchain technologies, while
respecting the protection of personal data.

At a global level, the Universalist Model supports the ubiquity of human
rights, transcending geopolitical boundaries. The Indivisibility and Inter-
dependence Model emphasizes the interconnected nature of civil, political,
economic, social, and cultural rights, advocating for an integrated approach
to their protection. Within Europe, the European Union (EU) represents
a distinctive amalgamation of global models, aligning with the Universalist
Model and emphasizing the universality of human rights in its member
states. The Participation and Inclusion Model materializes in the EU's
emphasis on citizen involvement, exemplified by initiatives such as the
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European Citizenship Initiative. The EU's commitment to Responsibility
and Justice is ensured through legal mechanisms that hold individuals
accountable for human rights violations.
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Acknowledging the universal significance of these rights, the analysis
highlights the distinctions between international models and those adapted
to the European context, emphasizing the complex interplay between global
standards and regional applications. The study identifies and elucidates
essential mechanisms for monitoring and reporting on human rights, crucial
for maintaining coherence, accountability, and continual improvement of
fundamental rights. Specialized government agencies, non-governmental
organizations, and international entities play pivotal roles in these activities.
Periodic reports to international organizations allow for the evaluation and
comparison of progress over time, while technology facilitates efficient data
collection and distribution. Innovative approaches for enhancing the role of
the European Union (EU) in human rights protection are proposed.
Leveraging digital tools such as artificial intelligence and blockchain for
effective monitoring and reporting is advocated, ensuring simultaneous
protection of personal data and confidentiality.

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The state of spiritual culture of society, including philosophical,
in the 20th — 21st centuries. is often characterized as a crisis, with its own
internal discord, the emergence and confrontation of directly opposite, often
mutually exclusive tendencies and directions.

At this time, significant progress was achieved in natural science, but
despite this, the crisis manifested itself not only in science, but also in art,
religion, and humanities in general. However, from the point of view
of professional philosophers, this process can be interpreted as an unprece-
dented expansion of the spheres of existence of philosophy, of natural,
technical and humanitarian knowledge, were clearly hasty. The era of
significant changes not only led to the emergence of new philosophical
discourses, but also provided new opportunities for evaluating and re-
evaluating the previous ones.

Especially when it comes to the theory of knowledge, which is
considered classical and dates back to the era of antiquity, to Aristotle in
particular. The success of a person’s practical activity is largely determined
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by how correctly he knows the laws of development of nature and society,
and how consistent his ideas about the world are with the world itself.

The traditional, teacher-oriented education system does not teach to
think independently, when the responsibility for the learning result rests not
only on the teacher, but first of all on the student, who learns to freely
express his own position in the lesson, cooperates with classmates in a team,
cares about the result in the process training [1, p. 109].

It is known that one of the main goals of higher education is to educate a
student who is capable of critical thinking and analysis. This "thinking is
evaluative, reflective. this is open thinking that does not accept dogma,
which develops by imposing new information on personal life experience"
[2, p. 45]. Critical thinking is more concerned with statements and their
justification, interpretation and application. The specifics of critical thinking
were very precisely noted by the American educator Charles Temple:
"Thinking critically means being curious and using research methods:
asking questions and systematically searching for answers. Critical thinking
involves polite skepticism, doubt in generally accepted truths, the constant
question: "What if?" Critical thinking is not a separate skill or skill, but a
combination of many skills" [2, p. 39].

The desire for truth is quite understandable, because the price of human
errors and misconceptions is too great. The history of society is replete with
examples proving this. And today humanity is not immune from mistakes
and their fatal consequences? Wasn’t it a man who designed and built the
Karakum Canal, the Chernobyl Nuclear Power Plant, the losses from which
are measured in billions of rubles, the loss of human lives?!

A person’s insufficient knowledge of himself, his psychosomatic and
social functions gives rise to a discrepancy between these realities and our
ideas about them. In addition, it seems to us quite obvious that
manifestations of the departmental approach, national, “corporate”, ethnic
and state egoism, widespread in the world, are deeply erroneous.

However, has this approach been overcome? No less tragic are the
consequences of mistakes made by an individual; they often cost him his
life — the price is too high. There is a need to move from the accumulation
of empirical facts, characterized as errors and misconceptions, to the
creation of a theory that explains their appearance and makes it possible to
get rid of them.

At one time, philosophers quite rightly posed the problem of developing
the physiology of errors and misconceptions. But so far this task remains
unfulfilled. The development of world philosophical thought has required a
rethinking of the place and role of epistemology in philosophy: some
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modern theorists of postmodernism even talk about the removal of all
traditional epistemological issues, about their displacement by herme-
neutics.

There are also more radical statements that, in connection with the
development of audio and video technology, the text itself is disappearing,
and the book as such is becoming a thing of the past. In our opinion, these
are, of course, extreme points of view. Their existence is explained by the
fact that many questions in the theory of knowledge have not been resolved
today; people still make mistakes in understanding the world and its
phenomena, sometimes make wrong decisions and pay for epistemological
errors.

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The Multilingualism is a very important aspect for preserving the
cultural and linguistic diversity in Europe. There are different facets when
we speak about multilingualism: we can speak about multilingual education
policies, about scholar’s beliefs regarding the multilingualism, about
language learning and language awareness, about multilingualism and
assessment, about multilingual identity development, about multilingualism
and global development, about multilingualism and intercultural
understanding, about multilingualism in higher education or in families or
about creative methods for researching multilingualism.

In this study we will touch the aspect regarding the trends in
multilingualism, or, in other words, we will analyse where to is going
multilingualism in a world so globalised.

Al and multilingualism

The Al is a domain with a rapid development in all spheres of activity.
This Artificial Intelligence can contribute to preserving multilingualism in
the digital sphere by using some special techniques like natural language
processing, speech recognition or machine translation [5, p. 363]. Creating
Al models for more languages is essential to bridge the language gap and to
ensure the non-English-speakers that they are not left behind.

The Al can also foster the multilingualism in different ways. The Al
techniques, such as natural language processing is used to analyse the text
written in different languages. By processing and analysing multilingual
data, Al helps to improve knowledge of different cultures and language
patterns. So, Al can make it easier for non-native speakers to use the
internet by offering real-time language translation services. Any kind of
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content, text, audio or video, may all be translated using language
processing models and making the online information more accessible
to users who might not understand the original language [2, p. 1].

During the time, one of the interests of Europe was also the endangered
languages. In according with UNESCO, many languages and dialects are in
danger to be extinct [6, p. 2]. But, Al can also preserve these endangered
languages, by building digital archives and linguistic databases. In this way,
not only the endangered languages and dialects can be saved, but also the
minority and regional languages that are every day less used.

There are also challenges when we speak about Al and multilingualism.
First is related to the fact that Al it is primarily trained on a large corpus
of English databases. This is a strong challenge, given the predominance
of online content in English, compared to other languages. Thus, the
prioritisation of widely spoken languages, given the lack of or limited
training datasets in other languages, impedes the potential of Al to foster
linguistic diversity [2, p. 2]. Other challenge is the quality issues in existing
multilingual resources. Al still struggle with accurately capturing the
nuances, the cultural contexts, the idiomatic expressions of different
languages. The results of Al in less-used languages can occasionally be
unreliable, deceptive or lacking in the nuance of human language.

If the Internet is to be used by everyone, the content needs to be
accessible in more languages. In this sense, multilingualism is an important
aspect of the promotion and development of cultural diversity on the
Internet, as well as digital inclusion [2, p. 2]. Although major breakthroughs
have been made, limitations still remain.

Multilingual identity development

Nowadays, multilingual skills are vital for effective communication and
collaboration in this globalised world. In order that the students develop
these skills, schools may need to focus on fostering a multilingual identity.
Forbes at all. (2021) demonstrates that if students view themselves as
multilingual, they may exhibit higher motivation to learn more languages
[3, p. 1]. On the other hand, if students identify themselves as monolingual,
chances are they become less confident in using and expanding their
multilingual repertoire due to having a fixed mindset towards their language
abilities. In the first case, the students are more confident because of the
sense of ownership and connection to the languages they identify with.
In the second case, the students are less confident.

In addition to improving individual additional language learning,
students with a multilingual identity may also contribute to preserving
linguistic diversity. One reason is that such students are more aware of the
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values of all languages they understand. In countries that are struggling with
maintaining their linguistic diversity, having young generations with such
a sense of self is critical [4, p. 1].

Multilingual identity development is important in a world where we are
so globalized, where there are many bilingual or multilingual persons.
These personal assets must be explored and used.

In conclusion, developing a multilingual identity in students through
the creation of a multilingual classroom environment and identity-based
interventions can lead to higher language learning motivation, preservation
of linguistic diversity, and a deeper sense of self as multilingual. Teachers
can play a crucial role in fostering multilingual identity by creating
a multilingual space and engaging students in multilingualism.

Multilingualism in a changing EU

European Union has never been a fixed framework. Even thought, in
this space, always, the multilingualism was protected, encouraged and
present, doesn’t matter the changes. This linguistic landscape is a proof of
the fact that our continent has a rich and complex history of languages
marked by the presence of different civilizations and cultural influences
over the centuries.

The language is very important in the establishment of state and national
identities in contemporary Europe. Language has become an essential
marker of national identity because it may be used to distinguish one ethnic
group from others or to improve communication within one ethnic group.
European Union, being able to gather so many countries and languages
together is a proof that multilingualism is alive and it’s an important part
of the new or old political order.

With these various languages spoken by members of different ethnic
groups, the European Union is no stranger to multilingualism. Despite this,
the application of the multilingualism policy is a different reality that will
touch the continent once other countries will be accepted as full members.
The new linguistic reality formed into the European Union will be the
territory for deeper analysis and researches in the field. Though
multilingualism policy is one of founding principles of the European Union,
the EU will rethink also its approach to translations, if and when other
countries will accede or will leave [1, p. 203].

In conclusion, the Multilingualism remains an important policy at the
level of the European Union and in Europe in general, that will change and
adapt in function of the challenges that exist at the political, economic,
social level. The Multilingualism is going in the same direction as the
society is.
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Profesiile juridice au fost, de-a lungul istoriei, domenii considerate
bastioane ale echitatii si justitiei. Intr-o societate in care diversitatea si
incluziunea sunt din ce in ce mai apreciate, este esential sd ne concentram
asupra aspectului raspunderii disciplinare- provocare in calea dezvoltarii
profesionale a femeilor din profesiile juridice pentru a asigura ca femeile
din profesii juridice nu doar supravietuiesc, ci prospera si contribuie in mod
semnificativ la evolutia justitiei si a sistemului legal.

Este momentul sa aducem in prim plan si acest subiect si sa exploram
modalitdti de a finlatura barierele care impiedicd femeile sa-si atingd
adevdratul potential in aceste domenii cruciale pentru societatea noastra.

Sistemul judecatoresc actual reprezintd unul dintre importantele
domentii, in care statul are posibilitate de a deveni angajator in socictate,
astfel 1si permite sa dezvolte adevarate modele de bund practica in modul de
gestionare a resurselor umane — de la accedere si promovare, raspundere
disciplinard 1n profesie, pand la conditiile de lucru, programul si siguranta
angajatilor.

Barbatii continua sd domine sfera justitiei, asta desi in ultimii ani se
vede o crestere a ponderii femeilor in mai multe domenii. Astfel, in ceea ce
priveste magistratii, raportul barbati-femei este in crestere de la 33,6%
in 2008 la 47,4% in 2017. [ 1] Situatia nu s-a schimbat radical, astfel
in 2021 avem o prezentd de 48,0 % a femeilor in functie de judecatoare
s1 52,0 % a barbatilor judecitori in sistem.
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Aceste date statistice ne trezesc curiozitatea de a afla care sunt acele
obstacole pe care le intdmpina o femeie in cariera sa de a deveni judecatoare
in Republica Moldova. In acest context, evidentiem si posibilitatea analizei
situatiei apdruta in 2020, atunci cand Consiliului pentru Prevenirea
si Eliminarea Discrimindrii si Asigurarea Egalititii (CPEDAE) a emis
o decizie favorabild, prin care s-a constatat discriminarea unei judecatoare
pe criteriu de gen si maternitate in realizarea dreptului la munca.

In acelasi timp, sistemul de justitie confirma ca profesia de judecitor/
judecatoare ramane puternic masculinizatid, deoarece femeile nu sunt
reprezentate In mod proportional in pozitiile de conducere (la instantele
superioare sau in functii de conducere ale instantelor). Inci persistd
prejudecati si stereotipuri referitoare la rolul femeii in familie si in societate,
judecatoarele fiind puse in fata unei misiuni imposibile de a echilibra
cerinte profesionale si de familie extrem de solicitante.

Raspunderea disciplinard in profesiile juridice reprezintd un cadru legal
si etic care reglementeaza comportamentul si actiunile practicienilor
dreptului. Este un mecanism prin care membrii unei profesii, in special cei
din domeniul juridic, sunt supusi unor standarde si reguli stricte, iar
incadlcarile acestora pot conduce la sanctiuni disciplinare. Acest proces are
ca scop asigurarea integritatii, eticii si calitatii serviciilor in cadrul
sistemului judiciar.

Femeile din sistemul judiciar, la fel ca si colegii lor barbati, sunt supuse
unor norme etice stricte. Similar cu experienta procurorilor si avocatilor,
femeile judecatori si cele din alte profesii juridice trebuie sa raspunda in fata
comisiilor de eticd si a altor institutii specializate care asigurd respectarea
standardelor profesionale. Fiecare tarda are propriul sau cod de etica
judiciara, care le este aplicabil si femeilor din domeniul justitiei, furnizand
cadrul pentru raspunderea disciplinara in cazul incélcarilor.

De asemenea, exista coduri internationale de eticd pentru judecatoare si
alte profesioniste din domeniul juridic. Un exemplu notabil il reprezinta
Principiile de la Bangalore privind conduita judiciard [2], un cadru
international care indruma femeile judecatori si oferd reguli clare pentru
mentinerea unui comportament judiciar adecvat. Aceste principii subliniaza
responsabilitatea femeilor din justitie fatd de institutiile specializate care
asigurd respectarea standardelor judiciare, promovand independenta si
impartialitatea acestora. Principiile de la Bangalore completeaza
reglementarile legale si deontologice existente, oferind un set de orientari
menit sa consolideze integritatea si profesionalismul in randul femeilor care
activeaza in domeniul juridic.
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Sanctiunile disciplinare, aplicate cu fermitate si echitate, devin un
mecanism eficient pentru imbunatatirea calitatii serviciilor juridice. Prin
identificarea si remedierea deficientelor, practicienii evolueaza continuu,
furnizand astfel servicii de o calitate superioara. Egalitatea de sanse in
dezvoltarea profesionald reprezintd o componenta esentiald a unui sistem
disciplinar echitabil [3]. Indiferent de gen sau alte caracteristici, atit femeile
cat si barbatii, sunt tratati in mod just si egal, eliminand orice influentd
a discriminarii in procesul de raspundere disciplinara.

Analiza rapoartelor Colegiului Disciplinar al Consiliului Superior
al Magistraturii [4] In perioada 2020-2023 releva unele tendinte si variatii
in privinta sesizarilor si sanctiunilor acordate judecatorilor.

In anul 2023, au fost examinate 25 de sesizari privind judectorii, iar
rezultatele indicd sanctionarea a 2 femei si un judecator. Acest numar redus
de sesizari comparativ cu anii precedenti poate sugera o schimbare in
comportamentul sau activitatea judecétorilor, sau poate reflecta o mai mare
atentie acordata prevenirii incalcarilor disciplinare.

Comparand cu anul 2022, unde au fost examinate 20 de sesizari,
iar 2 femei si 7 judecatori au fost sanctionati, se observa o scadere
a numadrului total de sesizdri, dar o crestere a numarului de judecatori
sanctionati. Acest lucru poate indica o mai mare severitate sau vigilenta
in aplicarea sanctiunilor disciplinare.

In 2021, cu 36 de sesiziri examinate, 2 femei si 4 judecatori au fost
sanctionati. Cresterea usoard a numadrului total de sesizari poate sugera
o0 atentie sporita acordata aspectelor disciplinare in aceasta perioada.

Anul 2020 inregistreaza cel mai mare numar de sesizari examinate — 66,
iar 3 femei si 9 judecatori au fost sanctionati. Aceastd cifra semnificativa
poate indica o perioadd in care au fost depuse mai multe sesizdri sau
o intensificare a controalelor disciplinare.

In concluzie, analiza asupra raspunderii disciplinare in contextul
profesiilor juridice, cu accent pe provocarile intimpinate de femei in aceste
domenii, releva o serie de aspecte complexe si diverse. Profesiile juridice,
considerate traditional bastioane ale echitatii si justitiei, se confrunta cu
provociri semnificative in calea dezvoltarii profesionale a femeilor.

Desi exista progrese evidente in privinta cresterii reprezentarii femeilor
in sistemul judiciar, barbatii continud sa domine aceastd sferd. Raportul
barbati-femei 1n functii de judecatori sugereazd o crestere treptata, dar
persistd o sub-reprezentare a femeilor in pozitii de conducere. Stereotipurile
si prejudecitile asociate cu rolul femeii in societate si in familie au impact
asupra carierelor profesionale ale judecatoarelor, confruntate cu provocarea
echilibrarii cerintelor profesionale si de familie.

Analiza rapoartelor Colegiului Disciplinar al Consiliului Superior
al Magistraturii evidentiazd variatii In numarul de sesizari si sanctiuni
acordate in perioada 2020-2023. Aceste fluctuatii pot reflecta schimbari
in comportamentul judecatorilor, precum si o mai mare atentie acordata
prevenirii incélcarilor disciplinare.

Este esential sa se continue dezbaterile si cercetdrile pentru a identifica
si aborda obstacolele care Tmpiedica femeile sa-si atinga adevaratul
potential in profesiile juridice. Raspunderea disciplinard ramane
un instrument vital pentru asigurarea integritatii si eticii In domeniul juridic,
iar o abordare echitabilda si nediscriminatorie este esentialda pentru
construirea unei justitii echitabile si incluzive.
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On February 24, 2024 have passed two years since the attack on Ukraine
happened — an incredible event generated by a state like Russia and in the
current times of development and yet, well-being in which humanity and
societies in the vicinity of Romania lived — at least it could talk about a state
organization, as each country decided to organize its power and political
regime, more or less democratic.

A new social reality created by a war, which Ukraine carries alone,
having to defend itself and fight back against armed attacks, is generating
great changes at the macrosocial and individual level, especially since we
do not know to what extent the rules of international humanitarian law have
been or are violated — and here we invoke the Charter of the United Nations
Organization as an international and universal treaty, guaranteeing stability
and peace in the World, which the Soviet Union of 1945 recognized and
signed even as a founding member state of the UN [1].

The social cataclysm produced by the war that once and for all it will
end, will generate an Ukrainian society, which we do not know how to
characterize yet, but which from the perspective of the French sociologist
Emile Durkheim we can already consider and designate anomic; in such a
society, described by Durkheim in his work The Social Divisin of Labor
predominantly from an economic perspective, "social determinism will
prevail” [2, p. 96] apud [3] and will also manifest itself at the level of
society Ukrainian through numerous disruptions and disorder of its normal
functioning.

Indeed, the disruption of the social order has already occured, "anomia
referring to any disruption of the collective order caused by sudden social
fluctuations, positive and negative oscillations of the manifestation of
groups or the whole society" [4] apud [2, p. 103], and Ukrainian society,
after the end of the war, will at least reflect the state of an anomic society,
as Emile Durkheim describes such an entity in his work — with strong social
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imbalances, with disruptions of social functions, with the overturning of the
scale of values, etc. If we expand the appreciations, also through the lens of
Durkheimian thinking, it is possible that the phenomenon of an anomic
suicide [5] apud [2] may even occur among the population affected by the
war, which should be prevented!

We also appreciate that in the absence of rules that are quickly imposed
with the role of restoring social order, part of the population on the
Ukrainian territory will adopt numerous delinquent behaviors as adapting
ways to achieving the goals they propose and to what they will socially
value considered; these possible adapting ways to social reality can be
mirrored by those behaviors that Robert King Merton [6] observed, also
from the social anomy perspective, but this time from American vision.
Thus, we believe that in the absence of the restoration of social order,
human manifestations will degenerate through the proliferation of
delinquent behaviors, from the commission of common law crimes to
organized crime.

We are thus signaling the social danger of increasing thr criminality [7]
induced by the serious destabilization of Ukrainian society, with
implications at all levels and of social anomie in the situation where the
apparatus of the state authority will not be capable of order, balance and
legality!
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Public administration — part of the executive power in a state like
Ukraine is a significant importance in organizing the execution and concrete
execution of the laws for a good progress and management of public affairs.

The heterogeneity of the population, grafted on ethnic, religious, cultural
orientations and last but not least determined by historical and geopolitical
realities have determined, even in peacetime, together with the other state
elements, territory and political power, one country — Ukraine — a comple-
xity of the gevernance act, which however, managed to create a functional
mechanism adapted to the numerous ways of administering public affairs
and given to state policy, so that the administrative structure being a binding
element, the administrative homogeneity being in antithesis with the
geopolitical heterogeneity of the state [1].

As a form of government, Ukraine's look alike Romania's, mean
politically organized as a semi-presidential regime, but differentiating
it in terms of the executive power, more precisely the administrative system,
which is a non-unitary one, with several forms of public affairs management
coexisting, given by relations of subordination, coordination and admini-
strative collaboration, but also administrative and territorial autonomy,
"in addition, the local organization reflects the political regime, transposing
the spirit and institutions on the local level” [2] apud [3].

The existing armed conflict has changed the public administration
functioning, being a state of war, but we wonder with concern When will it
stop? and especially How will a viable administration be functional again?
and What kind of administration?

We tend to appreciate that in the first phase, of reorganization and
reconstruction — that it should be acted upon through a centralized
administrative system at most adjusted by the element of administrative
deconcentration (Venice Commission — vis-a-vis the 2003 Romanian
Constitution revision — stating that deconcentration depends on the
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existence of territorial units in which the state is present through its services
[4] apud [3, p. 213]), it will be seconded as soon as the local communities
would consolidate, by a decentralized administrative system, being much
more flexible and because it would respond much more faithfully to specific
needs.

Of course, can be considered ab initio the much more democratic
variants, respectively of decentralization and administrative autonomy and
deliberative and executive authorities, decentralization constituing "a means
whereby is facilitated approaching the level at which the decision is made
to the one at which it follows bears its consequences” [5, p. 32] apud
[3, p. 217], local autonomy prevailing by "the autonomous authorities legal
ability to decide, independently and under their own responsibility, within
the limits of the law, on the territorial collectivities problems in which they
operate” [3, p. 221].

When the administrative system is stabilized and functioning, the state
can approach the proposed public policies, as a practical implementation
of commitments regarding the well-being members' society [6]; what limits
us, however, to pronounce in favor of a type/types of administrative regime
is precisely a factor/phenomenon that can make it vulnerable, namely
corruption, synthetically expressed as "misappropriation of public office for
private purposes” [7, p. 22].

According to the distinguished professor Ratiu "all the crimes that also
violate the professional ethics rules in public administration (central or
local) can be included in the scope of public crimes and a state of distrust is
created about them" [7, p. 31].

Therefore, we appreciate that the difference for administrative system
option for the Reconstruction of Ukraina will substantially made by
criminal and sanctioning state policy.

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The dawn of the 21st century has ushered in an era marked by
unprecedented global connectivity, characterized by the rapid flow of
people, information, and cultures across national borders. This phenomenon
has given rise to complex transnational networks and diasporic
communities, challenging traditional notions of identity, belonging, and
community. The topic of fluid identities within diaspora and transnational
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contexts emerges as a crucial area of inquiry, reflecting the intricate
processes through which individuals and groups navigate the multifaceted
landscapes of culture, nationhood, and self in an interconnected world.

Nowadays, people’s mobility around the globe, in a globalised world is
questioning not only the classical patterns and paradigms of conceiving
social structures and social actions, but also some special ties like the one
between identity and nationality, involving both “imagined” homelands and
real places of habitation, as is the “physical neighbourhood” and “cultural
proximity” [1, p. 36].The awareness of the proximity of otherness should
not be limited to a “position associated with status”, but it is to be seen as a
“quality of interaction” [2, p. 208]. This thesis offers a profound shift in
perspective on how we approach and understand diversity and difference in
contemporary society. This conceptualization encourages moving beyond
hierarchical or status-based approaches to engaging with 'the other' — which
often involve power imbalances and predetermined social positions — to a
more dynamic and reciprocal understanding of interaction that values
difference as an integral part of human connection and learning.
Traditionally, social interactions, especially those involving diverse cultures
or identities, are often framed within power dynamics where 'otherness' is
seen through the lens of superiority or inferiority. Such a viewpoint
inherently limits the potential for genuine understanding and appreciation of
diversity, as it places individuals within rigid categories based on status,
race, ethnicity, or other social markers. By reconceptualizing the proximity
of otherness as a quality of interaction, this idea challenges these
hierarchical structures and promotes a more egalitarian approach to
intercultural engagement.

Adopting this view has significant implications for policy-making,
education, and community practice. It calls for the creation of spaces and
opportunities where diverse groups can come together in ways that
emphasize equality, interaction, and mutual learning. Programs and
initiatives designed to facilitate intercultural understanding and cooperation
would benefit from incorporating this perspective, ensuring that they foster
genuine encounters and exchanges that enrich all participants.

Transnational spaces, global communication and diasporic communities
face two opposite trends: a more pronounced and rapid modernization
of means and the ineluctable power of symbols and cultural formation
of origin. Not only casual, mother tongue gets to be used in a symbolic way,
playing a captious role comforting as a refugee place, in the continuous
dynamics of shaping fluid identities. [3, p. 9].

In contemporary sociocultural discourse, the notion that identity is
communicated, negotiated, and mediated within the specific context
of a community is pivotal to understanding the dynamics of social
interaction and personal development. This perspective underscores the
inherently social nature of identity, emphasizing that it is not a static or
innate attribute but a fluid construct that evolves through interaction with
others and within particular sociocultural settings.

The process of identity communication underscores the role of language,
symbols, and cultural practices as mediums through which individuals
express and shape their sense of self. Goffman's dramaturgical theory, for
instance, illustrates how social interaction resembles a theatrical
performance, with individuals "performing" aspects of their identity in
different settings [4, p. 154]. This performative aspect highlights the
communicative nature of identity, suggesting that it is through social
interaction that individuals convey and construct their identities.
Nevertheless, in a context inlaid by a synthetic overview on the links
between language, identity and communication, new interpretations could
be useful [3, p. 15]. and the importance of language in our social and
cultural existence has been revealed by many thinkers. The role of language
as an expression of cultural, political and economic status is vital for
identity maintenance [5], like, at the same time language is also the main
element of ethnic identity, generating specific loyalties for community
members. For migrants and refugees, the symbolic dimension of giving up
mother tongue plays an important role in shaping a new identity, but is often
accompanied by frustration and disadvantages [6, 7, 8]. The act of giving up
one’s mother tongue, whether by necessity or choice, carries profound
symbolic dimensions that intersect with issues of identity, culture, and
belonging. This process is not merely linguistic but deeply embedded in the
socio-cultural fabric of an individual's existence, influencing their relation-
ship with their heritage, community, and self-perception. The mother tongue
is a vital conduit for cultural heritage, traditions, and collective memory.
It embodies the history, stories, and values of a community, serving
as a living link to the past. Giving up the mother tongue can symbolize
a disconnection from one's roots and ancestors, leading to a sense of loss
and nostalgia. This detachment not only impacts personal identity but can
also lead to a dilution of cultural continuity as linguistic ties to heritage are
weakened or severed.

Tackling the way a community is perceived and the image resulted
through the process of self-perception due the collective identity emerging
from the process of a community’s establishment, we have encountered the
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dilemma of discerning the nature of identity traceable in this case [3, p. 15],
because language is a cornerstone of personal and group identity.
The decision or forced circumstance to abandon one's mother tongue
is intertwined with the negotiation of identity, especially in contexts
of migration or assimilation. This shift can signify a reconfiguration of one's
sense of self, as individuals often experience a transformation in how they
relate to their original and adoptive cultures. The symbolic dimension
of this linguistic transition reflects the complexities of hybrid identities,
where individuals navigate the interstices of belonging to multiple cultures
simultaneously.

In many instances, the abandonment of the mother tongue is a strategy
for adaptation and survival in a new sociocultural environment. This prag-
matic aspect underscores the desire or necessity to integrate, succeed, and
be accepted within a dominant culture that may not accommodate linguistic
diversity. Thus, giving up one's native language symbolizes a form of social
and economic negotiation, where linguistic assimilation is seen as a path-
way to opportunities, acceptance, and reducing experiences of discrimi-
nation or marginalization.

The complexities of cultural identity within the context of diaspora
or transnational spaces, highlight the processes of hybridity and the
negotiation of identities, since identities are to be constituted, "not outside
but within representation” [9], informing our understanding of social
cohesion, integration, cultural preservation, and the dynamics of global
interconnectedness. By exploring the complex ways in which these
identities are formed, expressed, and negotiated, scholars and practitioners
can better address the needs of these communities, contribute to policy
development, and foster a more inclusive and interconnected world.
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After a relative Ilull, typical of the COVID-19 pandemic period,
in the EUROPOL reports for the years 20222023, we see a slight increase
in the detection and apprehension of terrorist suspects across Europe.

The brutality of terrorist actions and the violence often directed against
innocent people have led to the labelling of the subjects as individuals with
severe psycho-behavioural disorders, who are impossible to integrate and
adapt to a normal socio-cultural life. Thus, specialists in the field have
identified two significantly different schools of thought: the pathologically
disturbed subject, who is unaware of his own actions, and the religious
fanatic who acts under the influence of so-called "divine commandments".
[1, p. 321-334].

In fact, there are very few cases of "psychopathic bombers" claimed by
terrorist organisations, who typically act alone, based on often illogical and
absurd claims and motivations. Most of the subjects do not suffer from
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mental illness, but are essentially normal, rational people who assess
the terrorist act from a cost-benefit perspective and summarise that it is
profitable, not materially but rather ideologically, mystically-religiously.

The other perspective, that of the fanatic-suicide bomber, presupposes
a higher level of education and training, allowing for comparative analysis,
quick decision-making, safety and self-control, conscious self-destruction,
all in the context of ideological and/or political, non-material motivations.
The fact that some extremist leaders use quotations from religious texts
to justify violence leads subjects to believe that through violence they will
affirm their faith. Usually, the political goals of extremist groups are
masked by religious discourse.

Terrorist attacks make the most psychological demands on subjects who
are emotionally and emotionally anchored throughout the action. Emotional
tension, anxiety and tension increase with the onset of action, reaching their
peak in moments of uncertainty and uncertainty about the possible reactions
of the authorities [2, p. 63-68]. The psychological behaviour of the subjects
oscillates, the prolongation of the actions themselves leading to a state of
physical and psychological exhaustion, and they begin to make mistakes,
which is the optimal moment for intervention. We can thus summarize that
the subjects are predominantly young, without family obligations, balanced,
educated, with significant physical abilities, highly motivated, but very
easily influenced by the group of socio-cultural and religious affiliation

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Nevertheless, the efforts of specialists to outline a single, unique and
generally valid behavioural profile have not proved sufficient, as there are
as many similarities as differences between idividuals. The effects of
terrorist actions, in addition to direct casualties, are significant, far-reaching
and long-lasting. In practice, they are the main target of terrorism, in many
cases the direct victims being part of some sort of intermediate phase of the
intended purpose, a kind of "cause and effect" [3, p. 9-13].

Many of the psychological consequences of terrorism are similar to
those seen in other disasters (major and serious accidents, organised crime,
natural disasters, rape and robbery), but most studies focus on PTSD (post-
traumatic stress disorder). Symptoms of PTDS include: recurrent
flashbacks, intrusive (sudden and involuntary) dreams or thoughts, isolation
from people and situations, avoidance of reminders, insomnia, extreme
alertness. In some situations, we may encounter increased alcohol and
substance abuse, domestic and interpersonal violence.

But terrorism can seriously disturb the functioning of society in the long
term — by eroding the sense of community and national security, by
damaging morale, by opening ethnic or racial, economic and religious
divides. The current COVID-19 pandemic, one of unpredictable scale and
aggressiveness, has also impacted on the phenomenon of terrorism in the
Euro-Atlantic area. The measures adopted, lockdowns, movement
restrictions, protective masks, have significantly influenced both the modus
operandi of the subjects and the purpose of terrorist actions, with revenge
for these restrictions being an already common claim.

Due to temporary restrictions caused by the pandemic, opportunities for
large-scale, mass casualty attacks were significantly limited, with public
spaces (museums, theatres, churches, stadiums), public transport, airports,
tourist areas, reducing both their activity and the maximum number of
participants. But we can safely say that the COVID-19 pandemic has also
brought enough panic, fear, social anger, violence, and therefore terror,
through the polarisation of society, misinformation and conspiracy theories.

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Starting from the premise that everyone has the right to live their lives
in security and peace, the analysis of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict can
bring a new perspective on the difficulties that stand in the way of achieving
this. In order to assess the ongoing altercations, it is necessary to consider
the multiple facets of these disputes, looking at both the historical and the
current ongoing issues. The complexity of the conflict is reflected in the
depth of the issue, manifesting itself on multiple dimensions such as
contradictory territorial claims, humanitarian crises, and a complicated
geopolitical context.

Palestine has been a disputed geographical area since ancient times, with
both states affirming the biblical basis as the reasoning behind territorial
claims. The region was part of the Persian Empire (539-332 BC), the
Roman Empire (66 BC-313 BC) and in 1099 the city of Jerusalem was
conquered by the Catholic Crusaders who established a Latin kingdom in
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Palestine and the Eastern Mediterranean. Between 1291-1517 the Crusaders
were defeated, the Mamluks taking over Palestine, Egypt and Syria.
Subsequently, between 1517-1918 the Ottomans would come to rule
for four hundred years, until it became part of the British Empire in the
form of a Mandate until 1948 [1, p. 181] [2, pp. 59-60]. In the Sykes-Picot
agreement of 1916, Britain established its interest in the territories
of the Ottoman Empire, and so they came to administer the territory
of Palestine in the form of a Mandate, a regime of military administration.
There were multiple confrontations between the forces of order and the
local, mostly Arab, population during this period [3, p. 155]. The publica-
tion of this agreement caused dismay among the Arabs [1, p. 187].

By exacerbating an already tense situation between the region's Arabs
and the growing Jewish population, the mandate system established in the
Palestine area contributed to intensifying the disagreements. At that time,
Britain displayed a policy that can be seen as duplicitous, characterised as
specific to that period. The state committed itself to the establishment of a
“Jewish national home” through the Balfour Declaration of 1916. At the
same time, the British Commissioner Mac Mahon held talks with the Sheikh
of Mecca, Hussein, with the objective of positioning the Arabs against the
Ottomans, the Sheikh wishing to create an independent Arab caliphate at the
end of the war. The oscillation in Britain's policies is presented as the basis
for the establishment of the Jewish state, but also as a determining factor in
the conflict, through the increased flow of Jewish migrants to the area,
which upset the Arab inhabitants [1, pp. 186-188].

Tragic events suffered by Jews during World War 1l, such as the
Holocaust, accelerated the changes, and thus on November 29, 1947,
UN Resolution 181 was introduced, partitioning the territory between Arabs
and Jews [3, p. 155]. The tension in the relationship between the two sides
was accentuated with the formation of the state of Israel, manifesting itself
through multiple wars, most notably those of 1948, 1967 and 1973. The first
Arab-Israeli war in 1948 was fought between Israel and five Arab states,
which resulted in Israel acquiring almost all of Palestine, with Jordan
occupying the West Bank and Egypt the Gaza Strip [2, p. 62].

The conflict resulted in the Nakba, the displacement of hundreds
of thousands of Palestinians from their homes. Refugee figures vary,
according to Israel, 520,000 people left the territory during the 1948 war.
From a Palestinian perspective, the number is 900,000, and according to the
UN's office for Palestinian refugee relief, there were more than
700,000 people — in total, half of Palestine's population was displaced.
Different perspectives are also reported as to the rationale behind the
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relocation, with some scholars arguing that they left their homes voluntarily,
and others that they were largely driven out by the Israeli army [4, p. 83-84].
The variety of reported numbers raises questions, but it cannot be ignored
that a major portion of Palestinians have been displaced, thus raising the
major refugee issue.

The Six-Day War, fought between 5-10 June 1967, was fought between
Israel and the coalition of Egypt, Jordan and Syria [3, p. 155]. It ended with
Israel's occupation of East Jerusalem, the West Bank and most of the Syrian
Golan Heights, the Gaza Strip and the Sinai Peninsula [2, p. 62]. In the
autumn of 1967, UN Security Council Resolution 242 came out, introducing
the concept of "territory for peace”. This document provided for a return to
the pre-war status quo, and Israel, in return for recognition of its right to
exist, was required to return the captured territories: the Sinai Peninsula, the
West Bank, Gaza and the Golan Heights. It also called for a “just solution of
the refugee problem" [5, p. 75-76]. Tensions continued with the 1973 war
where Egypt and Syria wanted to regain territories lost in the previous war
[2, p. 62]. The outcome of the conflict was the Egypt-lIsrael peace treaty,
and Israel would leave the Sinai Peninsula, the territory becoming
demilitarized [5, p. 76]. The first Palestinian intifada took place between
1987-1993, characterized by public order disturbances such as protests and
riots, mainly in the occupied regions. It was caused by the Israeli occupation
of the West Bank and Gaza [2, p. 67]. The Palestine Liberation
Organization (PLO) will take over the West Bank and Gaza, but at the same
time the Hamas organization will emerge becoming an opponent of the
PLO. An important step forward in the peace process will follow, namely
the adoption of the Oslo Accords between 1993 and 1995. Signed between
Israel and the PLO, they became among the most significant attempts to
settle the disagreements [5, p. 78]. The 1993 Oslo Agreement led, among
other things, to the mutual acknowledgement of existence between the two
states, with the Palestinian National Authority being formed and given
responsibility for administering the agreed territories [3, p. 156]. In 1994 the
"Agreement on the Gaza Strip and Jericho Area" and the "Agreement on
Preparatory Transfer of Powers and Responsibilities" were signed,
stipulating aspects such as the withdrawal of Israeli troops and the
establishment of a legal framework for Palestinian institutions. Also,
according to the agreement, Palestinian refugee issues as well as other
complex issues such as Jerusalem, borders and Jewish settlements were to
be addressed in the coming years [5, p. 79]. The next stage of the process
was the signing of the Oslo Il agreement in 1995. The accord established
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Palestinian self-government zones in the West Bank and Gaza for a transi-
tional period [5, p. 79].

The interim period of the Oslo agreements was partly also one of their
flaws, as the document itself did not specify what its exact objectives were,
thus the public was unaware of the good sides of the compromise made,
with the Oslo interim stage agreements leading to extremism on both sides
[6, p. 37-38]. The second intifada followed, in September 2000-2005,
as a result of the precarious living conditions of Palestinians living
in the territories under occupation [2, p. 67]. Hamas's political victory
in the 2006 elections was also a significant moment, as they took over
power of the Gaza Strip from Fatah in 2007, an event that marked a moment
of increasing terrorist attacks by the organization against Israel [5, p. 80].
Tensions continued, manifesting through multiple conflicts, the most
significant of which occurred in 2008, 2009, 2014 and 2021, as a result
of which the situation continued to worsen, with Israel imposing a military
blockade on the territory. The conditions imposed on the Palestinians have
aggravated the humanitarian crisis, with figures showing that in 2022,
80% of the population in the Gaza Strip was relying on international aid.
With the Hamas attacks on the 7th of October 2023, in addition to the
casualties caused by the war itself, 2 million refugees have been displaced
to southern Gaza, deprived of the resources necessary for survival
[3, p. 156].

Traditionally, the concept of security has focused primarily on national
security with an emphasis on the state and the military. In the traditional
focus on state security, it has been observed over time that it has been
carried out at the expense of human security, especially in cases where wars
have been fought. This has given rise to multiple dilemmas regarding what
should be prioritised. The field of human security has emerged as a result
of the growing need to address the ethics of security and insecurity with
people as the referent object. Human security has been conceptualized as
"the idea that security analysis and policy, if they are to be legitimate and
effective, must be oriented around individuals as the primary beneficiary
and referent” [7, p. 33]. The following themes are identified as major human
security issues concerning the Israeli-Palestinian conflict: refugee issues,
conflict related to water and resources, and the psychosocial effects
of protracted wars and terrorism.

Regarding the phenomenon of terrorism, the term itself has been
described as an ambiguous one, as there are numerous definitions of it.
The subjectivity of this notion is highlighted, considering that the decision
to designate a group/threat as terrorist is based on the level of sympathy
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or opposition perceived towards the referent object. Globalisation has
contributed to the intensification of this international phenomenon. It is
considered important to analyze the causes behind the production of this
extreme phenomenon, the emergence of which is driven also by the
increased rate of population growth, poverty, but also by political factors
such as religious, ethnic, territorial conflicts and access to resources,
emerging as the main objective of terrorist violence — the struggle for power
and justice [8, p. 9]. Political fragmentation is also present, through the fact
that within both Palestine and Israel there are various political groups whose
interests differ, and a change in leadership can produce a change in the
perception of relations with neighbouring states. Also, both states perceive
each other as posing an existential threat, with Israel perceiving the PLO in
this way, thus justifying the need for the use of force to control the
territories between the Jordan River and the Mediterranean Sea, and the
Palestinians using all the military forces they possess to protect their
territory [9, p. 8]. The volatility of this matter presents multiple dangers for
the societies involved, highlighting the need to prioritise human security.

Other research reveals high levels of psychological distress among the
population involved in the conflict, predominantly Palestinians but also
among lsraelis. Exposed populations have an increased risk of developing
conditions such as post-traumatic stress disorder as well as major depression
[10, p. 17]. Environmental security issues are also a key element in accen-
tuating the conflictual nature between the two sides. One of Israel's key
reasons for retaining the occupied territories is the ability to access aquifers,
which can hinder attempts made to find a solution for Palestine [11, p. 287].
The dispute over water is further intensified by Israel's control over
resources, with Palestinians claiming that they are prevented from accessing
water resources, Israel providing its residents in the occupied territories,
including illegal settlements in the West Bank, with up to five times as
much water as Palestinians [12, p. 54]. The illegality of these Israeli-
controlled territories was also declared in 2016 by UN Security Council
Resolution 2334, which reiterated the borders drawn in June 1967 [13].

In the light of the analysis of the historical background but while also
viewing the conflict from a human security perspective, through the prism
of all the related problems, such as the humanitarian crisis triggered by the
refugees and the limited resources needed for life, it can be concluded that
an equitable solution must be found as soon as possible.

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Obiectivul sau este identificarea unui continut de comunicare publica
privind primirea refugiatilor, care si sustind atmosfera umanitard si sa
previna sectarismele si xenofobia.

Lucrarea de fatd, urmareste sa vada de ce interesul din sfera publica cu
privire la statutul de PT este unul scazut dincolo de factorul timp precum si
readucerea pe agenda publica a distinctiilor conceptuale. Acesti factori ce
influenteazd perceptia publicad negativa asupra PT pot fi combatuti prin
promovarea in agenda publicd a unui discurs ce promoveaza coeziunea
sociald si nu agendele politice intr-un an electoral.

Refugiatii in masd cautd un adapost temporar, si
un statut de protectie temporara (1, 2 ani).

Anul 2024, reprezintd al doilea an de la inceputul conflictului din
Ucraina iar tarile membre iau decizii cu privire la statutul PT. Roméania
a adoptat un plan national de protejare si includere a persoanelor stramutate
din Ucraina, oferind protectie temporara si sprijin in diverse domenii
precum servicii de sandtate, educatie, locuri de munci si locuinte. In plus,
Planul regional de raspuns pentru refugiati pentru ianuarie-decembrie
2024 evidentiazd nevoia continud de asistenta pentru refugiatii din Ucraina
din 1intreaga Europa, subliniind nevoile specifice, vulnerabilitatile
si importanta coeziunii sociale dintre refugiati si comunitatile gazda.

Acest text, deci, deosebeste migrantii de refugiati. Migrantii sunt
persoane care s-au angajat voluntar in mobilitati spre alte tari, de reguld,
pentru a duce o viatd mai buna. Refugiatii au fost fortati sa-si pardseasca
tara de origine pentru cd statul lor de origine nu le mai proteja viata si/ sau
demnitatea sau chiar 1i persecuta. El deosebeste refugiatii pentru o perioada
scurtd si determinata, cel putin in mintea solicitantului de adapost, refugiatii
temporar de refugiatii pe termen lung.
