	In a phantom, spread the jaws as wide as possible. Position the index finger of the left hand in the retromolar fossa
	

	11.6  
	Place the syringe on the molars of the opposite side. Direct the cut of the needle to the bone. The injection should be carried out 0.7-1.0 cm above the level of the chewing surface of the molars of the lower jaw. Insert the needle to a depth of 0.5-0.7 cm and inject 0.2-0.3 ml of anesthetic to exclude sensitivity of the lingual nerve
	The student correctly placed the syringe on the molars of the opposite side and injected and advanced the needle 

	11.7
	Gradually, transferring the syringe to the central incisors if necessary, insert the needle along the inner branch of the jaw to a depth of 1.2-1.5 cm, without losing contact with the bone, where release the rest of the anesthetic to exclude the sensitivity of the inferior ventricular nerve
	The student was correct with the needle without losing contact with the bone

	11.8
	Close the needle with a cap, unscrew the needle from the carpul syringe, remove the cartridge with the remnants of the anesthetic from the syringe
	The student correctly disassembled the carpal syringe and disposed of the used materials

	12.
	Familiarize the patient with the main measures for the prevention of the development of dental diseases, taking into account the peculiarities of the clinical situation
	The patient is informed by the student about the main measures to prevent the development of dental diseases

	13.
	Disposal of personal protective equipment (PPE)
	Remove mask and gloves
